[11:04] <Warlordia> *sits back down*
[11:04] <Ancauze> His Majesty, King Neres Arryn the First, The Kingdom of Ancauze.
[11:04] <UFaiths> Who represents the Territory?
[11:04] <Ouea> God.  Ouea.
[11:04] <Territory> The Territory is mainly represented by the ever-sarcastic Renate von Saucken, backed by Advisor for Anger Trevor Smith and foppish, easugoing General Erwin Kavalier.
[11:04] *** phazania has joined &nationstates
[11:04] <UFaiths> Leader of Ouea I ask for Decorum
[11:05] <UFaiths> please announce yourself correctly
[11:05] <Ouea> Ahem.
[11:05] <UFaiths> Greetings Phazania, we are in introductions..please introduce yourself Phazania
[11:05] <Territory> *holds back the Advisor for Anger*
[11:05] <UFaiths> I will assume Ouea is represented by Riales
[11:05] <Ouea> Highest Lord Almighty, Supreme God of All Deities, Divine Master of the World, Self-Proclaimed Dictator for Life of Ouea, And Your *Special* Friend, Hamain Riales.
[11:06] <phazania> Greetings to all, my name is Prince Tijani.
[11:06] <UFaiths> yes, yes , yes...thank you
[11:06] <Warlordia> *mumbling between J DeG and Advisors*
[11:06] <UFaiths> Prince Tijani, welcome
[11:06] <UFaiths> very good ...now that introductions are complete...
[11:06] <UFaiths> Thank you all!  We have a full agenda so let us not waste any time. 
[11:06] <Territory> *auntish (well, OK, motherinlawish) smile and nod*
[11:06] <UFaiths> The agenda like always, will consist first of addressing the General Assembly Resolutions followed by the Security Council resolutions. 
[11:07] <UFaiths> But first, just some administrative announcements:
[11:07] <UFaiths> I am proud to announce that the AU now has 67 members! 
[11:07] <UFaiths> Also, just a reminder that all of the AU General Assembly Resolutions and Security Council Resolutions are available on the bulletin board: http://frost.bbboy.net/nationstatesafrica    
[11:07] *** Engleland has joined &nationstates
[11:07] <Engleland> We apologise for being late
[11:07] <UFaiths> I would like to stop here to acknowledge Engleland's entrance
[11:08] <UFaiths> Welcome! please identify who represents your state today
[11:08] <UFaiths> Well, we certainly have the African Continent's Power Players here today...I thought perhaps some of the Free Africa Group members would find their way here...
[11:08] <UFaiths> but no matter :)
[11:09] <Engleland> Today, foreign minister Jamie MacIver represents engleland, and for the discussion on the criminal of arabia The Minister of Justice, Asriel Tayr, shall be representing the ocuncil
[11:09] <UFaiths> Thank you Engleland! As I was saying, for those who have not yet visited the bulletin board, I highly recommend it as a lot of important work gets done through that system and some ancillary materials can be obtained only through the bulletin board.

[11:09] <Warlordia> *muttering regadring F.A.G* Correct,they don't matter.
[11:09] <UFaiths> Are there any other announcements on the floor?
[11:09] *** phazania Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/)
[11:09] *** phazania has joined &nationstates
[11:09] <UFaiths> I welcome the entrance of Chuda
[11:10] <UFaiths> who represents Chuda?
[11:10] <Chudan> Greetings. This is president Asuriel Kanan speaking
[11:10] <UFaiths> Greetings, I will repeat for the Board:
[11:10] <UFaiths> Are there any other announcements on the floor?
[11:10] <Territory> Trevor Smith: "The FAG are nothing but a pack of useless scavengers!"
[11:10] <UFaiths> Any birthdays? Any weddings?
[11:10] <UFaiths> Anybody’s pets have any babies? :)
[11:10] <UFaiths> No? Very good then, let us move on to today’s issues.
[11:10] <UFaiths> On the agenda today are General Assembly Resolutions GA007, GA009 and GA010. 
[11:10] *** phazania Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/ (EOF))
[11:10] *** phazania has joined &nationstates
[11:11] <UFaiths> So let us begin:
[11:11] *** Puerto has joined &nationstates
[11:11] <UFaiths> GA007:  Allowing Gabon to Reclaim their Territory
[11:11] <UFaiths> Proposed by: Gabon (presented personally by President El Hadj Omar Bongo) 4/29/03
[11:11] *** phazania Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/)
[11:11] <Puerto> I, president Amstra, am here to represen the Free Africa Group
[11:11] <UFaiths> Gabon had wanted a resolution saying the following:
[11:11] <UFaiths> : Gabon reclaimed its lands which had been stolen from them. Consequently, they invaded a small part of Great Flanders and took the land back. They want no war with Great Flanders or anyone else. They wish others to recognize the new borders and normalize relations. 
[11:11] <UFaiths> Signatories: Gabon (1)
[11:11] *** Phazania has joined &nationstates
[11:12] <Territory> "Feh. Sod'em."
[11:12] <UFaiths> At our last meeting, after debate and strong opposition from Warlordia, the members determined that UF would approach Great Flanders to see if that state would agree for this matter to be put to a vote by the General Assembly. 
[11:12] <UFaiths> Great Flanders have agreed to place this issue to a vote and so, it will be decided by a simple majority, and does not require a 50% +1 vote. 
[11:12] <Engleland> We would like to propose a possible compromise, if we may.
[11:12] <Warlordia> *Howls of derisive laughter from Warlordian delegation regarding Gabones demands*
[11:13] <UFaiths> Engleland...would you like to propose it at this time
[11:13] *** Puerto Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/ (EOF))
[11:13] <UFaiths> please go ahead
[11:13] <UFaiths> perhaps a boundary commission?
[11:13] <UFaiths> After the vote is closed and complete, both states will have to live with the decision of their fellow African states. Both are confident they will win in the decision and have agreed to abide by the final decision which can not be appealed. 
[11:14] <UFaiths> At stake are over 50,000 acres in the northern border and southeaster border of the two countries. 
[11:14] <Engleland> As you know, Engleland borders great flanders. If the issue is simply about the land, a small area of jungle, Engleland would be happy for Great Flanders have a portion of what is currently northern Engleland equal to that of the land taking by Gaon
[11:14] <Warlordia> *silence. Suspicious mutterings follow*
[11:14] <Engleland> North of the congo prefereably, but we are willing to compromise
[11:14] <Territory> "Due respect, I also have a compromise proposal. Gabon withdraws and we don't throw their forces out and smash the infrastructure on their side of the border. No land-ceding to madmen."
[11:14] <UFaiths> That is an extremely generous offer
[11:14] <UFaiths> are you sure you want to compromise your sovereign land to solve someone else's crisis?
[11:15] <UFaiths> your generosity has left me in surprise!
[11:15] <Engleland> The land north of the Congo is currently unoccupied jungle, and 50 000 acres is not so much
[11:15] <Engleland> Territory, while that wuold certainly work there would be far more blood shed than we, personally, would like
[11:16] <Engleland> 50 000 acres of land is not worth the cost in human life
[11:16] <Ancauze> If it ends this matter once and for all... However, I'm suspicious of Gabon demanding more land later on.
[11:16] <Warlordia> "Matter or principles. Borders are borders. Not to mention bauxite in the jungle..."
[11:16] <Territory> "That, Mr MacIver, is what Chamberlain said."
[11:16] <Territory> "Well, more or less..."
[11:17] <UFaiths> hmmm...i thought perhaps a boundary commission 
[11:17] <UFaiths> could determine the issue
[11:17] <Engleland> If i knew who Chamberlain was then I might know what you meant
[11:17] <Territory> "British politician, gave away a bit of land to Hitler."
[11:17] <UFaiths> but in light of this generous offer...perhaps I could go back to Great Flanders and inform them of this decision...I do not think such an offer has ever been presented in international relations
[11:17] <Chudan> Personally, I agree with the territory. It isn't the land that's the question - Gabone invaded Great Flanders, and must  be driven back
[11:17] <Warlordia> "Fact: No gabonese forces exist on Flemish soil. None alive that is."
[11:17] <UFaiths> in order for two neighbors to stop fight over land, please take some of my land?
[11:18] <UFaiths> Engleland, as generous as your offer is, I fear it may bring more problems than peace
[11:18] <Warlordia> *muted, but heated debate amongst Warlordian delegates*
[11:18] <UFaiths> I would say that our options are threefold:
[11:18] <Engleland> This case is slightly different Territory. Gabon is hardly a nazi germany
[11:18] *** Sudan has joined &nationstates
[11:18] <UFaiths> A- I am in favor of Great Flanders’ boundary delimitations.
[11:19] <UFaiths> B- I am in favor of Gabon’s boundary delimitations
[11:19] <UFaiths> C- I am in favor of neither boundary delimitations and request that a boundary commission establish a compromise. 
[11:19] <Territory> "Indeed? Let's not give them the chance, shall we?"
[11:19] <Ancauze> And Germany wasn't either, Engleland.
[11:19] <UFaiths> alright...
[11:19] <Warlordia> *silence falls, all eyes on UF*
[11:20] <UFaiths> At this time I would like to note Sudan's presence
[11:20] <UFaiths> welcome Sudan
[11:20] <UFaiths> please identify yourself, who is here representing you today
[11:20] <Territory> "We vote A. The pre-war border will stand. We _will_ act with military force to prevent this sort of thing occuring."
[11:20] <Chudan> *icy stares from President Kanan are directed at Sudan*
[11:20] <Chudan> We vote A
[11:20] <Ancauze> I vote option A, as well.
[11:20] <Warlordia> "Hear! Hear!"
[11:20] <Engleland> Naturally, we vote C
[11:20] <UFaiths> well, Sudan perhaps wishes to remain in anonymity
[11:20] <UFaiths> ok 
[11:21] <UFaiths> well then let us set up those three options
[11:21] <Sudan> yes wy not
[11:21] <UFaiths> but I will also approach Great Flanders PRIVATELY 
[11:21] <UFaiths> Sudan...Hi!
[11:21] <UFaiths> Who represents Sudan today?!
[11:21] <Sudan> HI
[11:21] <UFaiths> What is your name?
[11:21] <Chudan> A. I vote A.
[11:21] <UFaiths> Sudan....president....
[11:22] <Sudan> sultan Abdul.II hussain her
[11:22] <UFaiths> Alright...thank you...well the options  are A B C 
[11:22] <Territory> Smith glares, Kavalier sips tea, von Saucken does a very good sphinx impression
[11:22] <UFaiths> please vote now everyone
[11:22] <UFaiths> United Faiths personally votes for C
[11:22] <Ancauze> Ancauze votes A.
[11:22] <Engleland> Engleland votes C, again.
[11:22] <Sudan> I vote C
[11:23] <Ouea> D.  I have Gabon's leader... for dinner.
[11:23] <UFaiths> !! :O
[11:23] <Warlordia> *choked tittering*
[11:23] <UFaiths> Very good, thank you for voting. Next issue:
[11:23] <Territory> *von Saucken kicks Smith under the table*
[11:23] <Chudan> An effective solution, if not a very diplomatic one...
[11:23] <UFaiths> yes
[11:23] <UFaiths> can we move on? any other comments on this?
[11:23] <UFaiths> ok ...next:
[11:23] <UFaiths> GA009: Extension of Voting Period, Proposed by: Bantustand 5/21/03
[11:24] <Warlordia> *order reinstated*
[11:24] <UFaiths> This was discussed on the bulletin board and I am officially bringing it to the floor to open it for votes. The language states:
[11:24] <UFaiths> “Recognizing that the voting period for proposals is too short and most resolutions have a small voting window, where little time is afforded to debating the merits and flaws of the proposal, the voting period for General Assembly resolutions should be two weeks from the official presentation of the proposal by the African Union. (Note: As an amendment to the charter, it requires a 50% +1 vote)”
[11:24] <Territory> "Only that we will withdraw our military backing only at the explicit request of Great-Flanders. _Only_ then."
[11:24] <UFaiths> There is no expiration period for this extension by decree of the African Union civil servants and the Secretariat, which I presently lead. 
[11:24] <UFaiths> Therefore, I ask at this time for your votes in favor or in opposition to this resolution:
[11:25] <UFaiths> Do you favor extending vote periods for 2 weeks instead of 1 week on GA resolutions that have an end date?
[11:25] <Warlordia> *nods of agreement in The Territories direction*
[11:25] <Engleland> This is an excellent idea. The last vote to change the charter only passed by a matter of seconds. We favour it
[11:25] <UFaiths> UF votes Yes
[11:25] <Territory> "Opposed. Adequate time an facitities for debate exist."
[11:25] <UFaiths> very well
[11:25] <Ancauze> For the active nations, yes.
[11:25] <Chudan> This is only for GA resolutions, not SC yes?
[11:26] <Ancauze> Opposed, as well.
[11:26] <Sudan> sudan vote no
[11:26] <UFaiths> your vote is noted
[11:26] <UFaiths> NOT SC resolutions
[11:26] <Chudan> good. In that case, Chuda votes yes
[11:26] <UFaiths> SC resolutions are voted by SC members, and the vote remains open until a majority is reached
[11:26] <UFaiths> Very good.
[11:26] <UFaiths> Any other votes?
[11:27] <UFaiths> any other comments on the resolution?
[11:27] <UFaiths>  Next on the Agenda:
[11:27] <Territory> "If a proponent nation feels it necessary, noone stops them from making a formal request for discussion. That will allow a better-focused proposal when the proposal is made."
[11:27] <UFaiths> Resolution 010: Creation of a Common Currency
[11:27] <UFaiths> Proposed by: Mauritania, 5/19/03
[11:27] <UFaiths> This proposal advocates the creation of a single economic currency unit to facilitate trade, forge economic alliances, and strengthen national economies. Monetary policy would be controlled by the AU’s Economic Bureau within the General Assembly while fiscal policy would, of course, remain in control of the individual governments. This harmonization of the economic unit would overall lead to greater economic stability and growth, helping whether cyclical recessions, boosting intra-national trade, and helping African products compete better in the global arena. The name of the currency would be the Nex.
[11:27] <Ouea> *Riales briefly glances over at MacIver, a scary look in His eyes, and licks His lips slightly*
[11:27] <UFaiths> Signatories: Mauritania (1)
[11:28] <Ancauze> Absolutely and completely opposed.
[11:28] <UFaiths> Would anyone like to join this economic union? At this time it would only include Mauritania.
[11:28] <Territory> "Opposed."
[11:28] <Chudan> I don't see the need. Yes, it is convenient but look at the Euro and the EU. Many economies have suffered from the Eura
[11:28] <Sudan> I will join
[11:28] <UFaiths> At this time, United Faiths must oppose this group.
[11:28] <Warlordia> *stone cold silence*
[11:28] <Chudan> Chuda is opposed
[11:28] <Engleland> *ignores Riales, but starts to sweat a bit*
[11:28] <UFaiths> clarification...oppose joining this group, but work with the group as a mutual partner
[11:29] <UFaiths> Would anyone like to propose an alternative economic union?  Any resolutions for alternative economic associations?
[11:29] <Engleland> We are also opposed.
[11:29] <Ancauze> "If it ain't broke, don't fix it."
[11:29] <Engleland> Fair Trade should be protected, but the way to faccilitate this is not known to us. We are, after all, not particularly skilled in economics
[11:29] <UFaiths> No one would like to propose any other monetary union?
[11:30] <Territory> "Good honest trade has served Afriva well for generations. Economies are booming across the continent. We don't need sweeping change when we're leaving the likes of America in the dust."
[11:30] <Warlordia> "Question: Why have a monetary union? We already have free-trade deals and currency-trading. Both are vaulable diplomatic and economic instruments."
[11:30] <UFaiths> very good...this association will remain open to other countries to join
[11:30] *** Bangui has joined &nationstates
[11:30] <UFaiths> we will vote it down as individual nations
[11:30] <Bangui> Money?  Money!
[11:30] <Bangui> I heard money.
[11:30] <UFaiths> perhaps other states will enjoy the association
[11:31] <UFaiths> Bangui, would you like to join Mauritania's Monetary Union?
[11:31] <Bangui> *Ukheren suddenly has a horrified look on his face, and faints dead away, from shock.
[11:31] <UFaiths> alright..paramedics.....let us move on then
[11:31] *** Puerto has joined &nationstates
[11:31] <UFaiths> as Bangui's leader receives medical attention
[11:31] <UFaiths> I open to floor to any other General Assembly Resolutions that the group would like to propose at this time. 
[11:31] <Warlordia> *all eyes fall on Riales. Expectations rising high...*
[11:31] *** Bangui Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/ (EOF))
[11:31] *** Ipuga has joined &nationstates
[11:32] <Ipuga> Greetings
[11:32] <UFaiths> Greetings 
[11:32] <Puerto> Sorry about having left - the phone lines were cut and we had to switch to sattelites
[11:32] <UFaiths> please identify yourself
[11:32] <UFaiths> what is your name, title
[11:32] <Ouea> Naw, I don't eat friends, Warlordia.
[11:32] <Warlordia> *raised eyebrows at the arrival of Ipuga*
[11:32] <Puerto> Once again, This is President Amstra
[11:32] <Ipuga> Errmm.. I'm Bob, the intern.
[11:32] *** Puerto Quit (http://chat.ircnet.org/)
[11:32] <UFaiths> Well we have just finished 
[11:32] <Territory> *growls at Bob from Trevor Smith*
[11:32] <Ipuga> The cabinet is in Switzerland
[11:32] <UFaiths> going over our resolutions
[11:32] <UFaiths> Are there any other General Assembly Resolutions?
[11:33] *** Purto has joined &nationstates
[11:33] <UFaiths> Very good. Now we can move on to the Security Council Resolutions. All states present here are invited to stay and participate. 
[11:33] <Purto> Damn these ne fangled computer things
[11:33] <UFaiths> SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 06: The prevention and cessation of hostilites between Azaziel and Leopoldville
[11:33] <UFaiths> Proposed by Chuda
[11:33] <UFaiths> The text reads:
[11:33] <UFaiths> “For too long, as Azaziel has invaded Leopoldville, killing soldiers and civilians and generally creating chaos in the middle east the AU has simply ignored the conflict. Now that the Security Council is complete, I propose that the hostilities between the two small countries be contained and stopped by whatever means neccessary, be it diplomatic pressure, trade sanctions or military action along the Leopoldville/Azaziel border.” 
[11:34] <UFaiths> At this time I would open the floor to debate. If you are not a Security Council member, you can still try to sway the members here to vote as you wish them to:
[11:34] <UFaiths> Personally, United Faiths will not sign this resolution
[11:34] <Territory> "Chuda, if you please?"
[11:34] <UFaiths> we have not made our position known in the past...but we are strong supporters of Azaziel and believe that they should solve this problem on their own
[11:34] <UFaiths> any other comments?
[11:35] <UFaiths> brb
[11:35] <Ipuga> *Ipuga gestures for a place in the list of speakers*
[11:35] <Chudan> Azaziel has invaded a sovereign state which, we believe, is a member of the AU. Surely it is our duty to prevent this state being over run?
[11:35] <Sudan> i will invade if you dont stop the figthing, i will help my ally Leopoldville!
[11:36] <Sudan> so pleace do something
[11:36] <UFaiths> ok
[11:36] <Warlordia> *nods* "Pacta sunt sancta."
[11:36] <Territory> "I generally believe that the best course of action is to restore prewar borders. Preferrably in a nonviolent manner."
[11:36] <Ancauze> *looks over at Selarom questioningly*
[11:37] <Chudan> The Azaziel is a clear aggressor, attack Leopoldville for their land and their resources. Where is the justice in this war? It certainly does not adhere to the Just War Principle, and men and women are being killed simply so The Azaziel may anex another sovereign state. What if, for instnce, Engleland invade great flanders? Would you not defend Great Flanders? It does not differ from the Garonne-Great Flanders incident by much.
[11:37] <UFaiths> Very well. Having concluded the debate, I ask that the Security Council members present state their formal votes: 
[11:38] <Chudan> Territory, I agree with you on this matter. Non violent measures would be preferable but i fear not strong enough
[11:38] <UFaiths> In favor, in opposition to, or in abstention to this resolution? : 
[11:38] <Ipuga> I beg your pardon, UFaiths
[11:38] <Ipuga> But I wish to speak on the matter.
[11:38] <Territory> "We approve in the strongest terms."
[11:38] <UFaiths> yes Ipuga
[11:38] <UFaiths> I am sorry...please continue
[11:38] <Ancauze> In favor.  We have plenty of... "diplomatic pressure" ready.
[11:38] <Ipuga> I say we ignore the problem, in the firm conviction that it will go away. Thank you.
[11:39] <UFaiths> From our point of view, Leopoldville is conducting terrorist operations on Azaziel
[11:39] <UFaiths> there is no justice on either side...Azaziel is simply responding to terrorism
[11:39] <Ancauze> Can that be proven?
[11:39] <Engleland> In favour, but abstaining on military action
[11:39] <Chudan> Chuda votes for
[11:39] <UFaiths> I believe that the news reports from Azaziel testify to that
[11:39] <Warlordia> "Sudan is bound by treaties and alliances. They have little choise but to come to their allies aid, no matter how they feel on the matter."
[11:39] <Chudan> That is what Mauritania claimed President Selarom
[11:40] <UFaiths> I would not like to think that Azaziel  is killing their own people
[11:40] <UFaiths> just to use as a pretext to fight Leopoldville
[11:40] <Phazania> I am sorry, but I am also involved in birthday festivities of my mother
[11:40] <UFaiths> There is much anti-Zionism going on in this continent, I fear, 
[11:40] <Ipuga> UFaiths, however appalling the thought is, it has happened in history.
[11:40] <Ancauze> But how do we know they're from either of the two nations?  Hell, they may be Dorghistani.
[11:40] <Chudan> We must think of all possibilities, no matter how unlikely or unthinkable, until proven otherwise
[11:40] <UFaiths> Well, I think it is an issue that has many facets
[11:41] <UFaiths> and can not be decided in one vote
[11:41] <Chudan> A sovereign state can not be held accountable for all the actions of it's citizens. If a man murders a person, do you arrest the president?
[11:41] <UFaiths> I think the roadmap to peace is in negotiations, not more fighting
[11:41] <Territory> *shrug* "Terrorists. Just another bunch of organized criminals."
[11:41] <Ipuga> If the issue has too many facets to be dealt with in a worthwhile manner, I suggest we ignore the problem until it goes away.
[11:41] <Chudan> I am not suggestiong to oppression of The Azaziel, merely the re-establishment of pre war borders
[11:42] <Ancauze> As you all surely know already, The Two Lands and myself are at least currently working to keep it from spreading.
[11:42] <UFaiths> I think that  by Chuda saying in the resolution: the hostilities between the two small countries be contained and stopped by whatever means neccessary, be it diplomatic pressure, trade sanctions or military action 
[11:42] <UFaiths> they are really being too aggressive
[11:42] <UFaiths> I would prefer that the conflict be resolved only diplomatically
[11:43] <UFaiths> perhaps with a third party
[11:43] <UFaiths> At this time, I must simply vote NO on this resolution
[11:43] <Ancauze> Diplomatically first.
[11:43] <Sudan> i dont think that will work
[11:43] <Phazania> Conversations must start immediately between the two countries
[11:43] <UFaiths> I ask Ancauze and Engleland to cast their votes 
[11:43] <Ancauze> If that fails, I would be in favor of military action.
[11:43] <UFaiths> I agree with Phazania
[11:43] <Chudan> The Chudan Volunteer Group, consisting of some of our best pilots, aid Ancauze and The Two Lands in this but I cannot sanction full military backing without the AU's consent. President Selarom, I would like to point out that diplomacy does not always work.
[11:43] <Ancauze> I vote yes.
[11:43] <UFaiths> You vote yes Ancauze?

[12:06] <Puerto> Not trusting the Free Africa Group? Why, i'm shocked! Offended! Hurt! This is most odd, how can you say such a thing!
[12:06] <UFaiths> ok
[12:06] <UFaiths> I welcome this group as a subcommittee of the Africa Union and I welcome the formation of more subcommittees. However, I am not completely convinced of the role or direction of this group, and at this time my country will refrain from joining this group.

[12:08] <Chudan> This principal of it is sound, I feel, but many of it's members... I do not just them
[12:08] <Warlordia> "What say The Territory?"
[12:08] <Chudan> trust*
[12:08] <Phazania> May I join the Triple Alliance?
[12:08] <Puerto> Puerto and the A.L.A. are proud members!
[12:08] <Ancauze> *Neres nods to Chuda* My thoughts exactly.
[12:08] <UFaiths> Thank you Phazania. I was quite shocked when Luunia delcared they were joining the group. Truly stunned. I apologize to Mbeki for the response that I gave him on the bulleting board though..it was me speaking from my heart rather than my mind...
[12:09] <UFaiths> ok? 
[12:09] <Territory> *shrug* "Again, the motives of the F.A.G. escape me. And there is an adequate framework for diplomacy in place."
