The 5th meeting of the African Union convened at 5:02 p.m. (AU HQ) on May 28, 2003 in the city of Bujumbura, headquarters of the African Union. In attendance was: Nairb Selarom, President, United Faiths, as Chairman;  King Neres Arryn I, Ancauze; Johanna DeGroot, Minister of Foreign Affaris,Warlordia; Supreme God Hamain Riales, Ouea; Renate von Saucken, Advisor Anger Trevor Smith and General Erwin Kavalier, The Territory; Prince Tijani, Phazania; Foreign Minister Jamie MacIver and Minister of Justice Asriel Tayr, Engleland; Asuriel Kanan, President, Chuda; Abdul II Hussain, Sultan, Sudan; Ukheren, President, Bangui; Bob, Intern, Ipuga;  Rajiv, Personal Secretary to Highness, Serandum; T.H. White, President, Green Free States (late);  as well as Malcolm King the accused former leader of Martin Luther King Jr. Total of 14 entities.
MEETING OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY


Resolution 007: Allowing Gabon to Reclaim their Territory

Proposed by: Gabon (presented personally by President El Hadj Omar Bongo) 4/29/03

Gabon had wanted a resolution saying the following: Gabon reclaimed its lands which had been stolen from them. Consequently, they invaded a small part of Great Flanders and took the land back. They want no war with Great Flanders or anyone else. They wish others to recognize the new borders and normalize relations.  Signatories: Gabon 

After debate and strong opposition by Warlordia, the members determined that UF would approach Great Flanders to see if that state would agree for this matter to be put to a vote by the General Assembly.  Great Flanders agreed. At stake are 50,000 acres in the northern and southeastern borders of the two countries. 
Engleland offered Great Flanders 50,000 of their own territory to G.F. in exchange for Gabon’s legitimization of claims. This was considered a gracious option, yet with dangerous ramification.
Instead the AU members will have one week from Friday (voting closes June 06) to decide: 

a) Great Flander’s boundary delimitations are correct.

b) Gabon’s boundary delimitations are correct.

c) An AU boundary commission will establish a compromise.

The two states have agreed to abide by the ruling which CAN NOT be appealed. The vote requires a simple majority of 50% + 1.

GA009: Extension of Voting Period
Proposed by: Bantustand 5/21/03
Recognizing that the voting period for proposals is too short and most resolutions have a small voting window, where little time is afforded to debating the merits and flaws of the proposal, the voting period for General Assembly resolutions should be two weeks from the official presentation of the proposal by the African Union.

(Note: As an amendment to the charter, it requires a 50% +1 vote – currently 34 votes)

Resolution 010: Creation of a Common Currency

Proposed by: Mauritania, 5/19/03

This proposal advocates the creation of a single economic currency unit to facilitate trade, forge economic alliances, and strengthen national economies. Monetary policy would be controlled by the AU’s Economic Bureau within the General Assembly while fiscal policy would, of course, remain in control of the individual governments. This harmonization of the economic unit would overall lead to greater economic stability and growth, helping whether cyclical recessions, boosting intra-national trade, and helping African products compete better in the global arena. The name of the currency would be the Nex.

(NOTE: States signing this agreement should immediately proceed to change, in their settings, their currency to read Nex)

MEETING OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL


SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 06: The prevention and cessation of hostilities between Azaziel and Leopoldville
Proposed by: Chuda 5/27/03

For too long Azaziel has invaded Leopoldville, killing soldiers and civilians and creating chaos in the Middle East the AU has ignored the conflict. Chuda proposes that the hostilities between the two small countries be contained and stopped by whatever means necessary: be it diplomatic pressure, trade sanctions or military action along the Leopoldville/Azaziel border.

Roll Call Vote Requested:

Secretary General United Faiths: Reject

West Councilor Engleland: Reject

West Councilor Ancauze: Approve

East Councilor Ultramar: Approve, Reject, Abstain

East Councilor Chuda: Approve

South Councilor Territory: Approve

South Councilor Luunia: Approve, Reject, Abstain

Total Votes: 3-2

(Note: The “no” votes are due to the language. Opponents do not wish to use military action to stop the conflict. They believe only diplomacy should be used and fear that the clause about military action will be an open invitation for other states to invade).

SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 07: Vote to Decide the Culpability of Malcolm King on the Charges of SC04. 

For the assassination of three heads of state: 

President Macundi of Luunia, 

President Nanak of Chuda, and 

Prime Minister Walker Boh of Ayindril, 

The entire royal familiy of Milles Gloriosus*

and crimes against humanity on a continent-wide scale, 

The members of the Security Council find former President Malcolm King:

Secretary General United Faiths: Guilty

West Councilor Engleland: Guilty

West Councilor Ancauze: Guilty

East Councilor Ultramar: Guilty, Not Guilty, Abstain

East Councilor Chuda: Guilty

South Councilor Territory: Guilty

South Councilor Luunia: Guilty, Not Guilty, Abstain

Total Votes: 5-2

Malcolm King is hereby found guilty.

SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 08: Sentence for Malcolm King

Convicted on all counts mentioned in resolutions SC04 and SC07, the Security Council will determine the sentence for Malcolm King as follows:

a) 15 years in prison (at Serandum’s maximum security prison facility)

b) life in prison (at Serandum’s maximum security prison facility)

c) the death penalty (to be conducted by the government of Ouea)

West Councilor Ancauze: c) 

East Councilor Ultramar:  a), b), c), or abstain

East Councilor Chuda:  c)

South Councilor Territory:  c) 

South Councilor Luunia:  a), b), c), or abstain

Total Votes: 1-b; 4-c

Malcolm King is hereby sentenced to death.
