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Minutes of the Sixth Meeting of the African Union 



The 6th meeting of the African Union convened at 6:03 p.m. (AU HQ) on July 17, 2003 in the city of Bujumbura, headquarters of the African Union. In attendance was: Nairb Selarom, President, United Faiths, as acting Chairman on behalf of the ad interim Secretary Generalship of Engleland;  Renate von Saucken, Advisor Anger Trevor Smith and General Erwin Kavalier, The Territory; President Henrik Cornelius and Johanna DeGroot as assistant, Warlordia; First Chancellor Launa DeVenlura, Head of Defense, General Richard Wang, and Gavin Wyrtham, International Relations Advisor, Vasis Avende; Thabo Mbeki, President, Luunia; T.H. White, President, Green Free State; Dr. Julias Bragel, Chancelor of Azaziel; Nathan Long, Prime Minister, Malawi; large delegation of 15 individuals from Dorghistan; the Staff of the African Union; (Representatives from Noble Patricians had trouble finding the meeting room but did listen in briefly through the translation room). Total of 11 individuals.
The meeting suffered from the poor conditions of the Libyan-purchased microphones and it was decided to hold the next meeting in another conference room until the problem is repaired. A long discussion over Gabon’s desire to reclaim its former territory took place. The conclusion was that United Faiths would approach Great Flanders and seek their interests and vision for the territory. No Security Council resolution would be proposed without adequate consultation.

Resolution 014: Requirement for New Major States to Sign Up for the Bulletin Board
Proposed by United Faiths, 7/15/03

All NEW states that rise to become major states (OOC: wishing to be placed on the map of Africa) must first sign up to the bulletin board. The reasoning behind this resolution is that getting on the map requires a commitment to become involved in Africa, not just to see your country blossom on the map of Africa. As supplementary information is available on the website and contributions through that medium are an important part of the interaction of governments in Africa, all new major countries on map effective August 1st, will be required to FIRST sign up for the bulletin board before being legitimized on the map.

Proposed by: United Faiths 7/16/03
1. Concerned about the multiple claims of several countries (Azaziel, Noble Patricians, and the United States) on the territory of Kuwait, 
2. Surprised about the recent turn of events with invasions and squirmishes throughout the Kuwaiti territory, 
3. The Security Council will incorporate Kuwait as a trusteeship and govern it administratively until Kuwait exercises its right to self determination.
