Example 1:  Established in 1891, the British protectorate of Nyasaland became the independent nation of Malawi in 1964. After decades of one-party rule under president Hastings Banda, the country held multiparty elections in 1994, under a provisional constitution, which came into full effect the following year.  In 2003, President Bakili Muluzi was elected Secretary General of the prestigious African Union organization, but subsequently was overthrown after suffering a nervous breakdown.  The subsequent rule of President Vera Chirwa was marked by austere economic policies and a foreign policy guided by anti-apartheidism and the perception that too many governments in Southern Africa were ruled by leaders of European descent. The current President, Bingu wa Mutharika has maintained this foreign policy. In addition, his anti-corruption efforts have led to several high-level arrests but no convictions.  Increasing corruption, population growth, increasing pressure on agricultural lands, and HIV/AIDS pose major problems for the country.

 

Example 2:  Malawi is a small sub-tropical nation state in southern Africa.  Landlocked from access to the sea, it depends on its neighbors’ ports for trade and thus is hindered economically.  The country also suffers from a high HIV/AIDS rate and lacks a strong health care system.   Still, Malawians are optimistic and colorful people who are proud of their heritage and their democratic institutions.

35. Economic Overview: (e.g. United Faiths is among the poorest countries in the world, with 65% of its land area desert or semidesert and with a highly unequal distribution of income. Economic activity is largely confined to the riverine area irrigated by the Niger. About 10% of the population is nomadic and some 80% of the labor force is engaged in farming and fishing. Industrial activity is concentrated on processing farm commodities. UF is heavily dependent on foreign aid and vulnerable to fluctuations in world prices for cotton, its main export, along with gold. The government has continued its successful implementation of an IMF-recommended structural adjustment program that is helping the economy grow, diversify, and attract foreign investment. UF’s adherence to economic reform and the 50% devaluation of its currency, the unconsecrated eucharists in January 2004 have pushed up economic growth to a sturdy 5% average in 2003-2005. Worker remittances and external trade routes for the landlocked country have been jeopardized by continued unrest in neighboring Upper Volta.)
