PETITION FOR ORIGINAL JURISDICTION

_____________________________

     Daniel J. Pearlman, as one of the indivisible People, respectfully petitions this Supreme Court of the United States for a writ of original jurisdiction.
JURISDICTION

     U.S. Const. Art. III § 2 (1), “ The judicial Power shall extend to all Cases in Law and Equity, arising under this Constitution…”
     U.S. Const. Art. III § 2 (2), “In all Cases...in which a State shall be a Party, the Supreme Court shall have original Jurisdiction.” 

     U.S. Const. Amend I, “Congress shall make no law…abridging the freedom of speech…and to petition the Government for a redress of grievances.”
     U.S. Const. Amend. XIV § 1, “…No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of the citizens of the United States…” 

     Additional Jurisdiction is pursuant to Title 28 U.S.C. § 1251, 1331, 1343, 1651, Title 42 U.S.C. § 1983 and Fed.R.Civ.2, 23. 

CONSTITUTIONAL PROVISIONS INVOLVED

     The Constitution of the United States is the architecture of Democracy.  It mandates Government to exclusively serve the Supreme People.  Most critical of provisions are;

     Art. I § 2 (1,2), § 3 (3), § 5 (1), § 7 (2), Art. II § 1 (5), Art. III § 1, § 2, (1,2), Art. IV § 2 (1), § 4, Art. V, Amend. I, Amend. V, Amend X, Amend XII, Amend. XIV. § 1, 2, Amend. XV § 1, Amend. XVII (1), Amend. XIX (1), Amend. XXIV § 1, Amend XXV § 2, 4 (2), Amend. XXVI § 1.

UNALIENABLE AXIOMS INVOLVED

     The Declaration of Independence invokes Laws of Nature and Nature’s God that sanctify the People's sovereignty to eternally create or abolish any form of Government.  

     The Preamble to the Constitution of the United States prescribes the scope and sole purpose of Government to perpetually serve at the pleasure and will of the People.

     These immutable axioms proclaim the People as the Nature’s God of Government.

PETITIONER’S AUTHORITY

     Daniel J. Pearlman, pro se pro populus, has appealed the Tenth Circuit Court ruling against Democracy to this Supreme Court.  He has advocated for the People as a qualified candidate for Governor of New Mexico and President of the United States.  Petitioner is one of the inseparable People and invokes our absolute supremacy over Government.

STATEMENT OF THE CASE

     This paramount sui generis case of first impression that the United States Government is the antithesis of Democracy as it was never elected by a majority of the People.

     The consummate right of life, liberty and happiness is fundamental to this action for the oneness of We the People of the United States of America, herein cited as the “People”.  The People declare their natural and unalienable jurisdiction over their subordinate class of the Government of the United States of America herein cited as the “Government”.  The Government consists of the President, Governors and Congress.       

     PEOPLE are supreme and the absolute voice of God for any form of Government.

     PEOPLE are an indivisible totality of governable inhabitants of the United States.  

     PEOPLE are egalitarian in politics and economic control of the natural resources.

     PEOPLE either vote consent/dissent or veto in absentia any form of Government.

     The thesis of this case is the quintessential Declaration of Independence and Preamble to the Constitution. These natural doctrines are sacrosanct common laws of Independence attest that Governmental authority is limited to and by the Constitution and is always inferior to the Supreme Sovereign People.

      Pursuant to Fed.R.Civ.2, 23, petitioner prays this Supreme Court hear this suit at law and order the subordinate class of Government to exclusively serve the classless whole of People, and cease from fabricating it’s existence by restoring election governance to the People.

A MATTER OF EXTRAORDINARY CONSEQUENCE

     This Petition is a Declaration of Independence for the People to abolish the despotic United States Government.  This Government has repeatedly injured and usurped the Sovereign People’s unalienable rights for the purpose of establishing an absolute tyranny.  Petitioner submits this irrefutable right for the People to self-govern, to wit:  

     “WHEN in the Course of human Events, it becomes necessary for one People to dissolve the Political Bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the Powers of the Earth, the separate and equal Station to which Laws of Nature and of Nature’s God entitle them, a decent Respect to the opinions of Mankind requires that they should declare the causes which impel them to the Separation.

     WE hold these Truths to be self-evident that all [People] Men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness.  That to secure these Rights, Governments are instituted among [People] Men, deriving their Just Powers from the Consent of the [People] Governed, that whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these Ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or abolish it, and to institute a new Government, laying its Foundation on such Principles, and organizing its Powers in such Form, as to them seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness.

     Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient Causes…But when a long Train of Abuses and Usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object, evinces a Design to reduce them under absolute Despotism, it is their Right, it is their Duty, to throw off such Government…The History of the present [United States Government] King of Great-Britain is a History of Repeated Injuries and Usurpations, all having in direct Object the Establishment of an absolute Tyranny over these [People] States.  To prove this, let Facts be submitted to a candid World.

     [United States Government] HE has refused [its] his Assent to Laws, the most wholesome and necessary for the public Good. … 

     [United States Government] HE has obstructed the Administration of Justice, …


     [United States Government] HE made Judges dependent on [its] his Will alone, for the Tenure of their Offices, … 

     [United States Government] has affected to render the Military independent and superior to the Civil Power.

     [United States Government] HE has combined with others to subject us to a Jurisdiction foreign to our Constitution….

     [United States Government is] FOR imposing Taxes on us without our Consent…

     [United States Government is] FOR abolishing the Free System of English Laws…

     [United States government is] FOR taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and altering fundamentally the Forms of our Government… 

     [United States Government] HE has abdicated [the People] Government here, by declaring us out of  [its] his Protection and waging War against us…
     [United States Government] HE is, at this Time, transporting large Armies of Foreign Mercenaries to complete the Works of Death, Desolation, and Tyranny, already begun with circumstances of Cruelty and Perfidy, scarcely paralleled in the most barbarous Ages, and totally unworthy the Head of a civilized Nation. …
      IN every stage of these Oppressions we have Petitioned for Redress in the most humble Terms.  Our repeated Petitions have been answered only be repeated Injuries.  A [Government] Prince whose Character is thus marked by every act which may define a Tyrant, is unfit to be the Ruler of a free People.

       NOR have we been wanting in Attentions to our [Government] British Brethren.  We have warned them from Time to Time of Attempts by their Legislature to extend an unwarrantable Jurisdiction over us…They too have been deaf to the Voice of Justice and of Consanguinity…We must, therefore, acquiesce in the Necessity, which denounces our Separation, and hold them, as we hold the rest of Mankind, Enemies in War, in Peace, Friends.
     WE, therefore, the [PEOPLE] Representatives OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, in GENERAL CONGRESS, Assembled appealing to the Supreme Judge of the World for the Rectitude of our Intentions, do, in the Name, and by Authority of the good PEOPLE of these Colonies, solemnly Publish and Declare, That these [PEOPLE] United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be, FREE AND INDEPENDENT STATES; that they absolved from all Allegiance to the [United States Government] British Crown, and that all Political Connections between them and the [United States Government] State of Great-Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as FREE AND INDEPENDENT [PEOPLE] STATES, they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace, contract Alliances, establish Commerce, and do all other Acts and Things which INDEPENDENT [PEOPLE] STATES may of right do.  And for support of this Declaration, with a firm Reliance on the Protection of divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes and our sacred Honor.”

PEOPLE HAVE HEGEMONY

      The People ordain and empower their Constitution to elect and rule Government.        

     The purpose of Government is to consummate the transcendent and fundamental principles embodied as the Preamble to the Constitution, offered here in Masonic format:

“We the People of the United States,

In  Order  to  form  a more  perfect  Union,

Establish   Justice,    insure   domestic   Tranquility,

provide for the common defence, promote the general Welfare,

and secure the  Blessings  of  Liberty  to ourselves  and our Posterity,

do ordain and establish this Constitution for the United States of America.”
FREEDOM OF SPEECH AND NON-SPEECH

     Voting is the consummate freedom of speech.  A vote for elected candidates is consent to government.  A vote for non-elected candidates is opposition to government. 

     A non-vote is the freedom of non-speech and a veto of the election. 

     Embracing all tenets of the People is manifest Democracy, as per U.S. Constitution;       

     Amend. I, “Congress shall make no law… abridging the freedom of speech [and non-speech]…”
     Amend. IV, “The right of the people to be secure in their [vote or veto] …shall not be violated…”
     Amend. V, “No person shall be…compelled…to [vote or veto as a] witness against himself…”
PEOPLE AND VOTERS VETO GOVERNMENT

     One fifth of the People chose candidates selected by Government.  This lack of consent of the governed is treasonous and untenable. 

     The majority of People do not vote and veto the election of Government.  The majority of voters chose the opposition and veto government.  This double majority totals four fifths of the People who veto this Government.

     Veto and vote determine election results, as per U.S. Constitution;

     Art. I, § 5, The majority of Congress constitutes a quorum to veto.

     Art. 1, § 7 (2) One third of Congress may sustain a Presidential veto.

     Art. V, One third of Congress may veto an amendment and one fourth of the States may veto ratification.
     Amend. XII, The majority of Congress may veto a person from becoming President or Vice-President.

     Amend. XIV, § 3, One third of Congress may veto a traitor from taking an office of the United States.

     Amend. XXV, § 2, 4(2), The majority of Congress may veto a Presidential nomination for Vice-President and one third may veto the discharge of a disabled President.

PEOPLE RULE ELECTIONS
     Government must be barred from manipulating and counterfeiting its own election.

     Democracy stipulates that the People create representation in Government by controlling all aspects of elections, as illuminated per the U.S. Constitution;  

     Art. I, § 5, “[The People] each House shall be the Judge of the Elections, Returns and Qualifications of its own Members…”
     Art. IV § 4 “The United States shall guarantee…a Republican Form of Government…”

     Amend. X, “The powers [of election are] not delegated to the United States by the Constitution nor [and] prohibited by it…are reserved…to the people.”
CANDIDATES ARE NUMEROUS

     Government must not prejudice or restrict voters to a Hobson’s choice of candidates.      

     One fifth of the People qualify for candidacy simply through age and residency, specified as per the U.S. Constitution;

     Art. I § 2 (2) “Representatives… shall…have attained…the Age of twenty five Years…seven Years a Citizen and an inhabitant of that State…”

     Art. I § 3 (3) “Senators…shall… have attained…the Age of thirty Years… nine years a Citizen and an inhabitant of that State…”

     Art. II § 1 (5) “…a natural born Citizen…shall be…President [or Vice President]…who shall…have attained…the Age of thirty five Years, and been fourteen a Resident within the United States.”
ELECTIONS ARE SIMPLE 

      Freedom of Speech compels only write-in ballots for the primary election.  The most popular candidates are printed on ballots for the general election.

     Consensus by the majority of People validates an election, as per U.S. Constitution;

     Art. I § 2 (1) “The House...shall be …chosen …by the people….”      

     Amend XVII § 2 “The Senate…shall be…elected by the people…”

     Amend. XXIV § 1 “The right…to vote…for President or Vice President…or for Senator or Representatives… shall not be denied or abridged…” 

ELECTION FREEDOM IS ABSOLUTE

     Open unabridged voting in all elections is mandated by the U.S. Constitution;

     Amend. XIV § 2, “the right to vote at any election…[shall not be] denied…or in any way abridged.”

     Amends. XV § 1, XIX § 1 and XXVI § 1 “The right…to vote…shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State.”

     Amend. XXIV § 1, “The right…to vote in any primary or other election…shall not be denied or abridged.”

ELECTIONS NULLIFY GOVERNMENT

    Four fifths of the People did not vote for any member of this fictitious Government.

     These election returns are absolute proof that the People must proudly declare independence to redress and vanquish Government for its sins.   

     U.S. Const. Amend. I, “Congress shall make no law…abridging… the right of the People…to petition [veto] the Government for a [to] redress of grievances.”

REMEDIES BY THE PEOPLE

     Prudence dictates that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient causes.  All experience has shown, that People will be safe to prosper and pursue happiness by abolishing the present barbaric and totalitarian Government.

     This Petition to Declare Independence proclaims that the tyrannical Government has a long train of abuses and usurpations.  Government has invariably pursued a design to reduce the People to slavery under absolute despotism.  We must honor the right and duty of the People to throw off such a government.

     Government is at this time waging war upon the People.  The People retain full power of self-defense, to levy war upon the Government.  Most People find this extreme measure abominable, as war forges unimaginable chaos upon our civilized world.      

     The sovereign People must rather conclude peace to realize safety, prosperity and happiness.  As a prerequisite for peace, government must embrace the absolute rights of equality and freedom of suffrage for all.  The People would then happily consent to a Government devoted to their unalienable rights.

SUMMATION OF SELF-EVIDENT TRUTHS

     We the People are empowered by Nature’s God and Laws to declare Independence and to assume Sovereignty among the Nations of the Earth.  The People are created equal and endowed by their Creator with immutable authority to elect Government.

     To secure this Right, Government must derive its just power from consenting votes by a majority of the People.  When Government becomes destructive of Dissent from the Governed, it is Right of the People to abolish it.

     The Governed institute elections of a righteous Government for exclusive allegiance to Nature’s People and their unalienable Rights of Life, Liberty and pursuit of Happiness.
CONCLUSION

     Government manufactures power over the People by denying and abridging elections.   The People’s rights have been usurped and circumvented by Government’s deafness to the voices of commonality and justice.  Government is now completed works of death, desolation and tyranny, paralleling the most barbarous despots in all of history and is totally unworthy to lead the People of this civilized nation.

     We, the People, in order to serve Laws of Nature and Nature’ God and secure our life, liberty and pursuit of happiness, must peaceably alter this blasphemous Government.

     Comes now Petitioner Daniel J. Pearlman, and prays the Supreme Court exact Justice for the People.  Petitioner requests that pursuant to U.S. Const. Art III § 2 for the issuance of an Order of original jurisdiction and pursuant to Title 28 U.S.C. § 1651 for the issuance of an extraordinary writ of mandamus or other Court Order.  Petitioner requests these Orders be directed to the U.S. President, Congress and Solicitor General and to every Governor and Attorney General of each State of the United States, to abstain from qualifying candidates, manipulating election results and consent to unbridled suffrage in all future elections governed solely by the People. 

     Most importantly Petitioner prays the Supreme Court Order Government to inform the World of its allegiance and acquiesce to the Supreme Authority of the People as mandated by the Declaration of Independence, the Preamble and it’s Constitution.          

     People and their subordinate Government share the noble goal to actualize our sacred duty and honor to perfect unity. Our Founders extolled Democracy as vox Populi vox Dei.
     We, the People pray to this Supreme Court and the Supreme Judge of the World for the rectitude of our intention to celebrate the right of independence to elect Government of the People, by the People and for the People that shall not perish from the earth.
