Welcome to Life Science.  Take a look at your child’s textbook. Yes, it’s dense and it’s difficult reading, but with the small class size, repetition and clarification of ideas and concepts, test prep guides and instructional notes we will get through it and have fun. I also use content enhancement strategies that help build student learning and academic achievement.

Homework policy:  Homework will be assigned 3-4 nights a week and graded

on a 1-100 basis.  Science current events are due at the end of each week. Stu-

dents have the option of watching a news program, taking an article from a news-paper or magazine, or using the internet. They can then review the article in their own words and write 1 page typed paragraph.

Grading Policy: Weekly class work is 20%, Weekly Homework is 30%
Tests and Quizzes are 30%, and Projects are 20%.

Instructional Goal:  Learning is one of the most difficult things we do. Under-standing the “how” of learning often leads us to discover the “why” of learning.  
I would like each student to recognize a problem in science and develop a number 

of learning-based strategies to solve it, using the Scientific Method. Differentiated

instruction, modeling, discussions, and hands-on activities are several elements of 

successful learning.
