NBHA Tx23 2009 District Rules
I.  
NBHA Tx23 is a sanctioned nonprofit organization affiliated with the National Barrel Horse Association.
II. 
AGE GROUPS:


Open – Any person, any age can enter this class.  


Youth – Any youth entering this class must be 19 or younger as of January 1, 2009.  No lead line entries will be accepted.   District 23 will award points and prizes based on ONE youth group – ages 0 – 19.  Qualifications for youth world will be divided into TWO groups – Youth ages 0 – 12 and Teen ages 13-19 per the national organization.


Senior – Any person who is age 50 or older on the day of the race can enter the senior division.

The following events will take place in the following order, at each barrel race if weather conditions allow:

V.
AWARDS and PRIZES:


80% of all entry fees are paid back in the jackpot.  $1 of each member’s entry is sent to the state director to assist in securing prizes for the state finals.  All members desiring to earn year end awards and prizes are expected to secure a $50 donation or sponsorship for each class in which they are desiring to be eligible.  This is a minimum amount.  Sponsorships are certainly encouraged in higher amounts!  The minimum donation must be turned in before the end of the season.
VI.
WORK CREDIT:


It takes all of us to keep our district running and barrel races moving along smoothly.  ALL members are expected to contribute a portion of their time at each race to help keep the race moving.  Office help, arena assistance, and set up crews are always welcomed.  At this time, we will not require a set number of hours for working.

VII.
ENTRIES:


Entries will be accepted until the first horse runs in  each class.  Roll overs are accepted but must be declared BEFORE the contestant makes his/her open run.  Times can only be rolled over from the open to the youth or the open to the seniors.   Contestants will sign up for their run position when they enter the race.  The run order will be “collapsed” at the close of the books to fill all empty run numbers.  There is NO guarantee you will run on the exact number you choose.  It is all dependent on how many empty slots are ahead of you!  There will be a drag of the arena after every 5 runners and at the beginning of each class.
