Your child is completing an A to Z  North Carolina Scrap Book as a part of their NC History study.  I encourage you to help your child with this project, but expect the work to be completed by the student. 2. Scrapbook Entry pages A-M.   Rubric and due date to follow.
3. Scrapbook Entry pages N-Z..   Rubric and due date to follow.
