Yesterday, we learned about translations, reflections, and rotations. Before you begin your journey today, I would like for you to refresh those concepts in your head by looking them up in this math glossary and writing down the clue word in parenthesis on your Traveling with Transformations Road Map.
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Okay, now that you remember what those terms mean let’s go play some Transformation Golf. The point of this game is to move the golf ball from one quadrant to the hole in another quadrant in the fewest transformations. You need to think about which transformations are the quickest ways to get from one quadrant to another. Remember, your goal is to “shoot par”! After playing a round, please write down your score on your Road Map. 
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Wasn’t that fun? Did you ever think that knowing how to translate, reflect, and rotate would help your golf game? Now, you are going to practice labeling transformations. You should play close attention to this activity because tomorrow you are going to compete against your classmates in “Name That Transformation.” This activity will assist you in practicing for the big event. On your Road Map, please make a T-chart with “Correct” and “Incorrect” as the headings. Keep tally after each attempt and keep working until you have gotten 15 correct answers.
