Requirements
External Interfaces

The only external entity involved with our project is a credit card company that must be contacted in the payment phase to approve the credit card being used.  The payment class will contact the credit card company and will not move on until approval has been received.

Functions

Our primary function is the selling of intellectual property.  To meet that goal we provide our customers with an easily navigable website where they can view all courses we offer and select the course(s) that best fit their needs.
As different customers have different needs, we try to allow for as much flexibility as possible.  Our customers can choose from traditional classroom taught courses, or online courses.  Our online courses can be available in either professor instructed or self-paced styles.  We also offer flexibility in payment options.  For customers who do not wish to give out their credit card information online, we have customer service representatives available to place an order by phone.
Once a customer has made their selection(s) and the credit card information – which will have been provided and verified by the customer – has been submitted to the credit card company and approved, the order will be processed and we will provide the customer with a printable receipt for the transaction.
Performance Requirements
Our biggest priority from a performance standpoint is usability.  We must create an easily usable user interface for our customers to keep them interested in our service.  We are not the only firm in this field and to compete with others we must be able to both catch the user’s eye and keep them interested with a catchy, easy to use, and effective interface.

Logical Database Requirements

The online learning website will provide large variety of courses that is available to customers. It is necessary that the courses that are provided to be placed within databases. The system will use MySQL server 4.1, which will allow our users to search our course database with greater ease and efficiency. MySQL will provide the SQL queries that are needed such as searching for courses via certifications or subject, whether they are available online or traditional classroom format, and finding related course materials that pertain to the courses.
Design Constraints
The biggest constraint for this project was time.  Not only was the timeframe to get the project done short, but it was a learning project, so each step would take us extra time to either learn a new concept, learn how to apply that concept in our case tool (Enterprise Architect), or both.
