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Background:

This task is based upon the Currency Converter program that was written in Assignment 1 of the Unit and expanded in Assignment 2. For this assignment, you will be required to write technical documentation for your finished program and provide evidence of testing procedures.
Tasks:

1. Produce technical documentation which should include:

· Details of the system requirements – input, processing and output facilities

· A data table listing all variables used with a short description of their purpose and data type

· A flowchart OR Jackson structure diagram of your finished program

· A pseudocode representation of your finished program

· Annotated screen shots of your program’s interface

· A printout of the completed code (including comments)

· A short evaluation of your work with suggestions for improvement

2. Detail the testing procedures used to ensure that your program is robust.

    This should include:

· A test plan

· Test logs

You should collate and hand in the following:

· Completed technical documentation 

· A test plan and a test log showing how you have tested your program’s features, including evidence of third party testing.

Submission requirements:

To achieve a Pass you must:

· Produce suitable test data for a working program.
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To achieve a Merit your work must also show that you can:

· Produce appropriate technical documentation for a program.
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· Use an appropriate tool to analyse a piece of code to ascertain its semantic correctness
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
