i) To be familiar with Remote Log In Using Telnet

ii) To be familiar  with FTP 
Basic Theory:
i. Telnet
Telnet allows you to connect to a remote computer over a network. The Telnet client software allows a computer to connect to a remote server

To open Telnet, click Start, click Run, and then type telnet. You can also type telnet at the command prompt. Using Telnet, you can make a remote connection. To use Telnet, you must have the TCP/IP protocol installed and configured on your computer and you must have a user account established on a remote host. 
ii. FTP: 
FTP Transfers files to and from a computer running an FTP server service (sometimes called a daemon). Ftp can be used interactively.

Clients and server have been written for for the popular platform,thereby often making FTP the most convinent way of performing file transfer.

You can configur FTP server in three ways:

1: anonymous FTP server

2: real FTP servfer

3: guest FTP server

The various FTP commands are
i) ftp>! : Escape from the ftp subsystem to the shell.Use it when you are finished using ftp commands and want to return to the Windows command shell. 
ii) ftp> ? : Displays descriptions for ftp commands. ? is identical to help.

iii) ? [command] specifies the name of the command about which you want a description. If command is not specified, ftp displays a list of all commands.

iv) Ftp:> append: Appends a local file to a file on the remote computer using the current file type setting.Eg. append local-file [remote-file]
v) ftp:> ascii Sets the file transfer type to ASCII,.FTP supports two file transfer types, ASCII and binary image. You should use ASCII when transferring text files. 
vi) ftp:> binary Sets the file transfer type to binary. You should use binary when transferring executable files. In binary mode, the file is moved byte by byte.

vii) ftp:>bye Terminate FTP Session and Execute 

viii) ftp:>cd :changes Remote working Directory

ix) ftp >close: Terminate FTP Session

x) ftp:>hash: Toggle printing ‘#” for each buffer transferred 
xi) ftp:>help Displays descriptions for ftp commands. help is identical to ?.

xii) ftp:>lcd  changes local working directory

xiii) ftp:>ls list contents of remote directory

xiv) ftp:>delete delete remote file

xv) ftp:>mdelete delete remote multiple files

xvi) ftp:>mkdir make directory on the remote machine

xvii) ftp>rmdir  remove directory on remote machine

xviii) ftp:>get  receive/download files from remote host

xix) ftp>mget receive/download multiple files from remote host

xx) ftp>put  put/upload files  on remote host

xxi) ftp>mput put/upload multiple files on remote host

xxii) ftp>pwd print present working directory on remote machine

xxiii) ftp>quit  terminate ftp session

xxiv) ftp:>status Show the current status

xxv) ftp> user sends new user information

xxvi) ftp> rename rename a file on a remote machine

xxvii) ftp> type set file transfer type
