· Pre-registration is required - must preordered T-shirts and caps).  Sign-in and site assignment will be conducted at the Camporee District Tent upon arrival.  Drive up to you camp site to unload.  Bring along a roster of boys and leaders attending the Fall Camporee.  Also bring along filled out Blue Cards for each Scout taking a merit badge with merit badge name blank.
· Troops are responsible for their own cooking.  Cooking for Saturday’s evening meal should be done keeping with the colonial theme (Dutch oven).Awards will be given for 1st, 2nd, 3rd place in cooking contest.  See sample recipes on web site.  Campfires at the campsites will be permitted if the sod is dugout and replaced when finished following leave-no-trace principles.  Cooking for breakfast and lunch can be done on gas stoves because of time constraints.  Candle lanterns should be used at campsites.  See sample plans on web site – make them prior to camporee.  No gas lanterns permitted.  Flashlights should used minimally and only for safety reasons.  Please make your camping experience feel as much of a pre-civil war colonial encampment as reasonable.
· Campsites will be judged (flags, patrol flags, camp gadgets, and cleanliness) keeping to the theme of pre-civil war colonial encampments.  Awards will be given for 1st, 2nd, 3rd place.

· See web site for building Candle Lanterns, or design and build your own.  1st, 2nd, and 3rd place awards.   Build them prior to camporee.
