Conclusion
From the graphs, I am able to determine that the dirty source is comprised mostly out of Alpha rays, almost no Beta rays and some Gamma rays. When I put shielding, which stopped Alpha rays (at 15 seconds), the Geiger count dramatically dropped. This suggests that the majority of radiation that is emitted is Alpha. At 30 seconds, I put on shielding, which stopped the Beta radiation. The readings fluctuated, but there was no noticeable change. At 45 seconds, I put on the shield, which stops the Gamma radiation. The Geiger count dropped by a few counts which displays that some Gamma radiation is present in the dirty source. 

It is difficult to estimate, whether this prediction is correct, because it is very difficult to measure the error, due to the lack of Independent and Dependant variables.
