· Just put in simple data at first for example: R1C1, R1C2, etc.

· For students who get done more quickly: 

· Put in meaningful data in your table cells

· Look up table help and try additional features

· Power Tables

· Create a heading row for your table

· Change the width of your table border and cellpadding

· Made the middle row quite large and then use alignment tags and see what happens

· In first row, span first two columns

· In second row (and third row) have righmost cell span two rows
