BDPA-Seattle High School Computer Camp 

Introduction and Purpose of the Program

The BDPA-Seattle Scholastic Information Technology and Education Scholarship (SITES) Program is a wholly unique and broadening experience for the Seattle Metropolitan area high school students.   The SITES program is divided into four integral parts: Information Technology Seminar Series, Local Computer Camp, Local Computer Competition, and National High School Computer Competition.  The purpose of the SITES program is to train students from the Seattle metropolitan area in the practical use and application of computers in their scholastic efforts.  This will be laying a solid foundation for their collegiate and professional careers.
This learning and training program is open to all local area high school students in grades 9 through 12.  We only require that the students demonstrate an interest in the IT industry.  Once they have demonstrated an interest in the industry, we, BDPA-Seattle, will test them for computer literacy and programming ability so that we may teach our curriculum to them in an appropriate manner.  
By virtue of their participation in the SITES program, the students will become members of our chapter and act as BDPA-Seattle’s IT ambassadors to their friends and families. This is an important part of our organization’s promotion and recruitment for the next year’s SITES program. 

As we all know in our community, information technology skills are becoming increasingly important to the success in secondary education curricula.  It complements educational initiatives in virtually all school systems and especially the involvement of parents, teachers, and organizations like BDPA-Seattle is critical to ensure that students from our community are prepared to compete scholastically, socially, and professionally.  The experience and new perspectives these students will gain by attending the SITES program, national conference and National High School Computer competition is immeasurable.  They will learn to work with the latest computer technology, and meet peers from local area high schools.  In addition, five high school students will receive a chance to meet peers from across the country, attend a youth conference, participate in a career forum, and compete as a team to win the gold, silver, or bronze medal.  They will be judged in the areas of Web Development, and Information Technology Terminology.

Student Participation and Selection Process

Local Selection and Participation Process

The SITES Program is open to all high school in grades 9 – 12 with a special interest in the students that are apart of the under-represented minorities (African-American, Hispanic/Latino, Indian American, Samoan) in information technology.  The local selection process consists of soliciting students from local area schools via MESA (Math Engineering and Science Association), Upward Bound, Churches, and TAF.  The participants will be taught and tested in each component with a test or quiz after each major topic has been covered. BDPA-Seattle and its volunteers will administer the tests/quizzes. 

The students will participate in 6 weeks of training at the University of Washington and will participate in the local SITES computer competition in May 2003.  In addition, the students will be recognized at the program’s Awards Ceremony in May 2003 for participating in the program after the competition is complete. 
Program Goals 

The purpose of the High School Computer Camp and Competition Program is to:

· Stimulate an interest in the information technology industry;

· Introduce and promote students to the "team concept;"

· Stimulate and encourage students to be comfortable in working with all cultures;

· Stimulate and encourage students to speak in public or in front of an audience;

· Promote academic competition in Information Technology;

· Expose students to higher learning institutions, colleges, universities and corporations; 

· Provide a program for the Seattle metropolitan area students to anticipate each school year;

· Provide entrepreneurs, corporations, and government agencies with a pool of prospective employees during the summer months and beyond.
Program Objectives

The measurable objectives of the High School Computer Camp and Competition Program are to:

· Graduate a class of students proficient in introduction to web development 

· Learn team building and group dynamics;

· Refine presentation and public speaking skills;

· Create an interest in information technology. 

· Mentor and encourage the program’s participants to increase or maintain a high G.P.A.
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
