Rules and Guidelines of the SITES Program
1) There will be absolutely no profanity used while attending the HSCC program.  First time is a warning and second time cannot return to the program.

2) Tardiness and absenteeism will not be tolerated.

b) If you are absent more than one time with out prior arrangements and an excuse you may not return to the program.

c) If you will be tardy or absent you must call the SITES Program’s Student Coordinator.

6) You are required to bring pencils and paper, and notes from previous sessions at each meeting date.  

7) There will be no more than one extra packet of notes handed out per session.
