Computer Jeopardy Guidelines

1) Select Judges at the beginning of the session 

2) Select a designated score keeper to tally and deduct points from the teams. 

3) Select questions for each team (note: Divide the 25 – 30 questions amongst the teams.  Make sure that each team has the same amount of designated questions.)

4) Gather teams together

5) A complete game will consist of 25 - 30 questions approximately.  If there is a tie between teams there will be a bonus question asked.  

6) Each question is worth point

7) 1 point is deducted if:

a) The team answers a question incorrectly.

b) If a team cannot answer their question.

8) After a question is read and the first team tries to answer the question, the next team cannot pass on the question without losing a point.  They must answer the question whether they have the correct answer or not or lose the point.

9) A team has 5 seconds to answer their designated question.  If they cannot answer the question, the subsequent team has 3 seconds to give an answer.  

10) A question is not repeated after the first team has tried to give an answer.  Therefore, the next team to answer the question must also listen to the question while it is being read. 

11) A question is considered dead/over if:

a) If a team answers the question correctly

b) It the third team has answered the question right, wrong or not at all.

12) The computer jeopardy game should last for 30 minutes or less.

Written Test Guidelines

1) The written test will consist of 25 questions with a bonus question that will be worth 5 points.  These questions will be comprised of the computer jeopardy list of questions.

2) The bonus question will not count against the student if he/she answers it wrong or not all.  

3) If the bonus question is answered correctly, it is added to the student’s overall score. 

4) The written test will be timed for 15 minutes.  After which all papers will be collected and the results will be given at the next session as to which team won.

5) The scores from the test are added together to create an overall team score.  The team score will be compared to the other teams to see which team won.

6) Each written test will ask questions opposite of what was asked from the previous session.
