and reproduction








By practicing a sophisticated form of genetic manipulation and selective breeding, the Jibra hope to bring about an accelerated evolution for their species. In preparation for their reunion with the Driin, they strive to be able to withstand and hopefully neutralize the vast power of their former master on it’s return.





Only those Jibra displaying a marked improvement over existing standards are allowed to breed. Once judged worthy, multiple Jibran “Fathers” contribute their specific exceptional genes to each new generation. The optimal combination of their strengths yield a synergistic hybrid. 





In each generation, parallel broods of larval Jibra (essentially clones) are exposed to a variety of mutagenic agents, hoping to coax evolutionary leaps that would normally take thousands of years to emerge. Though this system does produce some remarkable individuals, it also bears stunted, poorly developed offspring as well. 





	Those among the flawed that don’t succumb to their handicaps are still regarded as inferior, and are denied the longevity hormone granted to their healthier siblings. A testament to the unity of the Jibra, even these lowest members of the hierarchy are eager to contribute, and are voluntarily sold into servitude to other races- performing menial and dangerous tasks for the remainder of their short lives.





In addition to their quest for biological enhancement, the Jibra also spend considerable resources increasing their technical knowledge. Their base at Imbiro is rumored to house the most sophisticated research facility in linked space, and Jibran agents frequently scour the galaxy for any new scrap of information- often paying an astonishing amount for apparently trivial data. Small fleets are even dispatched to remote unexplored areas, searching for undocumented phenomena and hidden knowledge. Instructed not to return until they have made a significant discovery, most of these groups still wander far from the galactic core.
