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Congress passed the U.S. Patriot Act on October 26, 2oo1. Just after the September 11, attack on the New York and Washington DC. This act was established for the homeland security to prevent future terrorist attacks on America. This expanded powers for the CIA, and the FBI. It allowed the government to start using many different techniques of surveillance. They have authority to track and intercept communication, both for law enforcement and foreign intelligence.
