The requirements to be submitted are:

· Duly accomplished certificate of candidacy

· Endorsement letter of the incumbent JPIA President 

· Endorsement letter of the JPIA Adviser

· Certificate of Good Moral Character from the office of the registrar and/or office of the prefect of discipline

· Certificate of grades or temporary transcript of records

· Two (2) 2”x2” pictures (colored or black and white)

· Certification from the Department of Student Affairs that the student is not holding any MAJOR position in the candidates respective schools in the coming school year.

Requirements must be submitted to the following address on or before July 2, 2004, 5:00 PM. The applicant may opt to include his resume. Failure to submit requirements on the date specified means disqualification.

1999 NFJPIA CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

We, the members of the National Federation of Junior Philippine Ins?iluts of Accountants, realizing the need for an
orgéhization to serve as a medium of expression of an ideal aspiration, to promote and protect the welfare and interests of
Accountancy students as well as the sociely, to assert a dynamic and. responsible studentry and to strengthen the common

tie that binds, do hereby ordain and promulgate this Constitution and By-Laws.

Article |: Name and Principal Office

Section 1. This organization shall be known as the National Federation of Junior Philippine Institute of Accountants
herein referred to as NFJPIA.

Section2.  The principal office of NFJPIA shall be at the Philippine Institute of Certified Public Accountants (PICPA)
Building, 700 Shaw Boulevard, Mandaluyong City.

Article Il: General Provisions

Section 1 NFJPIA is the national organization of Accountancy students.

Section 2. NFJPIA is a democratic, non-partisan, non-political, and non-profit student organization.

Section 3 NFJPIA is the only legitimate student-counterpart of PICPA.

Section 4. Federation shall mean NFJPIA.

Section 5. Federation year shall mean one school year.

Section 6 The assembly of the Federation shall mean a gathering.

Section 7 0IC shall mean Officer-in-Charge.

Section 8. STANCOM shall mean Standing Committees.

Section 9. A representative shall mean the local chapter president or his duly authorized substitute.

Section 10.  Major position in any organization shall mean any elective, honorary, or appointive position, either executive,
or otherwise in any organization of whose nature belongs to academic, socio-civic and cultural, athletic, mass

communication, student government and environment. o
Section 11.  Majority shall mean fifty percent plus one of the-assembly withian even humber of population. In any case it is
i odd; it shall Be'a half number greater than its median.

Section 12. A subfederation shall mean an organization of Regional Councils.
Section 13. A provincial subfederation shall mean an organization of local chapters.
Section 14. A Con Per shall mean duly authorized contact person of his local chapter.
Section 15. A major activity of the regional council shall mean:
L a.  Anactivity that is in line with and pursuant to the objectives of the Federation as stated in Article 1V,
b.  An activity that must require the participation of the local chapters comprising the regional council.

Article I1I: Federation Seal

Section 1. The figures of the Federation Seal and their definitions are as follows: 2
a.  The six (6) spokes represent the six (6) schools which have organized themselves to form the NFJPIA,
namely; De La Salle University (Manila), Philippine Christian University (Manila), Philippine School of
Business Administration (Manila), St. Scholastica's College (Manila) College of the Holy Spirit (Manila),
University of the Philippines (Diliman, Quezon City).

b.  The wheel represents the Federation's continuing efforts to develop JPIANS into well-batanced individuals.

¢, The laurel leaves (33 on each side) shall symbolize intelligence, growing knowledge, and academic
excellence.

d. The ledger and the map shall represent the accountancy students who are members of the Federation.

Section2.  The colors and definition of the Federation seal shall be as follows:
a.  Gold for the wheel and the map which signifies thé essentiality of each local chapter of the Federation;
b.  Royal blue for the background color which signifies integrity, dignity and professionalism;
c.  White for the ledger which signifies faimess and accuracy; and
d. Green for the laurel leaves, which signify hope.

Article IV: Objectives of the Federation
