Cinema Craft Encoder SP ver. 2.50

DVD2SVCD ver. 1.0.9 build 3

SpruceUp ver. 1.1

IfoEdit

Instant CD/DVD 

DVD2SVCD GUIDE:

1. Under the MISC tab, change the LEVEL to ADVANCE.  Set a default folder to rip and convert your DVD.  Input file should be DVD and output file should be MPEG-2.
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2. Under the FRAMSERVER tab, change RESIZE to DVD (720x480/576).
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3. Under the ENCODER tab, set MULTIPASS VBR to 2 or 3 passes.  Click on ADVANCE SETTINGS and tick CLOSE ALL GOPS and DVD COMPLIANT.  Encoder selected should be Cinema Craft Encoder.
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4. Under the CD IMAGE tab, select DON’T MAKE IMAGES.

5. Under the AUDIO tab, select DO NOT CONVERT AUDIO (Use Source Audio). In the case of AVIs, untick DOWNSAMPLE to 44.1 kHz.
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6. Under the DVD RIP tab, tick ACTIVATE DVD RIPPING and select vStrip (assuming you have not already ripped your DVD to the Hard Drive).
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7. Under the DVD2AVI tab, select AUTOMATIC in the NTSC FIELD OPERATION box.
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8. Under the SUBTITLES tab, untick RIP SUBTITLES.
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9. Under the BITRATE tab, set MAX to 8500, MIN to 300, MAX AVG to 4400, MIN AVG to zero,  CD SIZE to 4100 in every field (Halve it to fit two movies on one DVDR),  USE to 1 in every field, and untick WARN IF THE TOTAL BITRATE IS TOO HIGH.
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10. Under the CONVERSION tab click the CD ICON or browse for your ripped IFO file.  Set all DVDs with an aspect ration of 16:9 to ANAMORPHIC, NO BORDERS ADDED (ENCODED AS 16:9).  Click on PREVIEW and click through a few frames to check for any INTERLACE problems (black lines through the picture).  If there is a problem, choose a deinterlace solution and then PREVIEW again. Click on RIP & CONVERT when ready.
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SPRUCE-UP GUIDE:

1. DVD2SVCD produces three useful files when done converting.  First is an MPV file named PULLDOWN ENCODED VIDEO, the second is an AC3 file named EXTRACTED AUDIO, and the third is an MPG file named bbMPEG_MUXED_FILE00.  The first two we use for SPUCE-UP and must be renamed as the same thing, EXAMPLE.MPV and EXAMPLE.AC3.  The third can be used for DVD authoring in DVDit!  Since SPRUCE-UP is an inexpensive alternative to DVDit!, we will travel the road most travel. 

PROVISOR: In the case of AVI conversions, we will use the MP2 audio file
 named ENCODED AUDIO and rename it EXAMPLE.WAV. The MP2 file should be similar in size to the MPA file called EXTRACTED AUDIO.  Do not confuse the MP2 file with the larger WAV file called ENCODED AUDIO.
2. Under PREFERENCES, select NTSC or PAL and select the type of media to which your movie will be burned (DVD-R/RW 4.7 GB).
3. Under BUTTON 1-AUTHOR, click on the MOVIES tab, then right click ADD MEDIA ASSET….  Load the renamed MPV file and the renamed AC3 file will automatically load.

4. Double click on the imported media and create chapters by moving the viewing bar through the movie and pressing the red flag at points where you would like a chapter.  You can also select frames from the movie for background menus by click the camera button.  If you prefer the film to run without any menus or chapters, then simply drag the film onto the blank box with a crosshair at the bottom.  Any buttons added to the menus require you to right click on the button and direct the button to either the first chapter of your movie or to another menu.

5. Under BUTTON 2-SIMULATE you can run your movie to make sure everything works as you would like.

6. Under BUTTON 3-EXPORT, set the OUTPUT TO field to TITLE SET, then select you’re OUTPUT DESTINATION and give your disk a DISK NAME.  Click on WRITE.  You will be asked to save the file before writing.

7. When finished, SPRUCE-UP will have created a VIDEO_TS folder and an AUDIO_TS folder in the location specified.  In the VIDEO_TS folder, delete the LAY file.

8. Unlike DVDit!, SPRUCE-UP does not preserve the output ration and only exports to 4:3.  IfoEdit is used to correct the output ratio.

IFOEDIT GUIDE:

1. Click OPEN and browse to your original IFO file.  Click on VTSI_MAT in the upper window and scroll down to the (0000200) field in the lower.  Double click to view the aspect ratio setting.  These setting are important and should be recorded.

2. Open IfoEdit and this time load the authored IFO file.  Click on VTSI_MAT in the upper window and scroll down to the (0000200) field in the lower.  Double click to change the aspect ratio settings to those recorded in the original IFO.

3. When done, click OK and then SAVE.  You will be prompted to recreate the BUP file as well as the IFO.  Click YES to this popup.

4. REGION FREE DVD:  Open the VIDEO_TS.IFO and press REGION FREE.  Load all other IFOs one at a time and click GET VTS SECTORS.  Click OK through all messages and save your work.

INSTANT CD/DVD GUIDE:

1. Under the DATA option, click on INSTANT DISC.

2. Select UDF VIDEO DVD.

3. Select CREATE.

4. Select DVD 4.7GB and you’re DVD Writer.

5. Click Next.

6. Name the disk volume to anything you like.

7. Deselect THIS DISC CONTAINS LONG FILENAMES….

8. Use UDF VERSION 1.02

9. Click Next.

10. Locate and select the authored AUDIO_TS folder and click ADD ALL, then click ADD.  Select the authored VIDEO_TS folder and click ADD.  Be sure you are adding the folders and not the files.  The files will be added with the folders.

11. Select WRITE DISC to burn.

12. At some point you will have the option to select NO SIMULATION. This will burn directly to the DVD without a simulated burn.  You can also click on the ADVANCE tab for settings that will give you a more secure burn.  I usually set the cache to 1% the total disk size or 40MB.
SUMMARY:

This is the easiest way to backup a DVD9 to DVD5.  If your DVD-R does not work in your standalone player, try using burning software like PrimoDVD or RecordNow MAX.  Still problems?  Try burning with SPRUCE-UP or whatever authoring program you used to author the DVD. I have had success writing with Nero’s 5.5.9.17 under DVD VIDEO, not DATA with UDF 1.02 file system.
AUTHORING ALTERNATIVES:

1. DVD Maestro (No Menus)
A. Right Click gray box in lower right hand corner
B. Select “Add Media Assets” and import your MPV and AC3 (or WAV) files

C. Double click on “Movie 1” on your left hand side

D. Drag your video file from asset window to video line in main window and do same with audio.

E. Delete the MENU 1 sub-tree under MENU in your Tree window

F. In MOVIE window, select 16:9 or 4:3 according to your video aspect ratio. Aspect Ratio is located just above the black box at bottom middle.
G. Double click at desired Chapter Points on timeline just above movie bar.

H. Right click audio bar and select CREATE SYNC AUDIO TRACK (AC3 Only, not AVI conversions).

I. Highlight video path in blue box of new screen and click on ASSIGN AUDIO FILE.

J. Brows to your AC3 file and click SYNC AUDIO TIMECODE in lower left corner after audio file loads.

K. Click on CREATE AUDIO FILE and click YES when asked to replace existent file in timeline.

L. Re-click MOVIE tree on right, minimize Video/Audio Timeline window and view the CONNECTIONS window.  Right click in target column of FIRST PLAY and select your movie from the list that scrolls right.

M. Click FILE and then SAVE your project
N. Select TOOLS and then COMPILE.

O. You may get a few errors when done. Just ignore them.  

P. Browse to the folder where you dumped your files and delete the .LAY file.

2.  DVDit!
A.  Select the aspect ratio your bbMPEG_MUXED_FILE00 file in the settings wizard.

B.  Click the Film Button in the right hand menu and right click to “Add Media Assets”.

C. Browse to your desired MPG file and add.  If the file does not load, then you selected the wrong aspect ratio for the film when prompted by the wizard.

D.  Create your menus with buttons first!  Simply drag and drop your backgrounds, buttons and text boxes from the appropriate menu at the right. Click on EFFECTS in the tool bar, located at top, to change font, and color of text.
E.  Next, drag your video file(s) or subsequent menu(s) to the buttons on the main menu.  DVDit! will automatically link the buttons.  

F. After the movies have been dragged to the desired buttons, click on the silver MENUS/MOVIES toggle button to the lower right corner of the preview screen.

G. Select MOVIES and click on the movie which you desire to add chapters.

H. Double click on the time line below the preview screen at points you would like chapters.

F.  Click on FILE/Project Settings and make sure SELECT OUTPUT TYPE is set to DVD-R 4.7GB or your desired output type.

F.  Click on BUILD and select BUILD DVD FOLDER.  Select a location to dump your files and click OK.
2. IFOEdit (No Menus)
A. Select DVD AUTHOR/AUTHOR NEW DVD

B. Add your Video and Audio sources.
C. Select a destination and click OK.

BURNING ALTERNATIVES:

1. PrimoDVD (Newer Drives Not Supported!)
A. File/New Job/Data Disk

B. Set “Speed” and “Volume Label”

C. Right click bottom right window

D. Select “Add Folder”

E. Add your AUDIO_TS and VIDEO_TS folders 

2. RecordNow Max 
A. Select “Data Disk”

B. Just add your AUDIO and VIDEO folders

3. Nero 5.5.9.17

A. Make sure you are in Burning ROM mode and not EXPRESS.

B. Select DVD VIDEO from the Wizard

C. Browse to your VIDEO_TS folder

D. Select all the contents

E. Open the VIDEO folder in your Nero project window
F. Right Click selected files and select COPY TO COMPILATION

G. Write Disc w/ Joilet file names disabled

TIP:  Creating DVD-Video from AVI (DivX ver. 4 or 5) files can be done as follows.  If your AVI is equivalent to One CDR, then set your Bitrate in DVD2SVCD to 1100 with a Max Avg of 1400 (4 Movies on one DVD-R), if your AVI is equivalent to Two CDRs, then set your Bitrate in DVD2SVCD to 2100 with a Max Avg of 2400 (2 or 3 Movies on one DVD-R), and if your AVI is equivalent to Three CDRs, then set your Bitrate in DVD2SVCD to 4100 with a Max Avg of 4400 (1 movie on one DVD-R).   Make sure that the Min Avg is set to Zero.
The above methods are not the only way to render a working DVD-R.  Other methods include encoding with TMPGEnc or freeware ReMPEG.  There are many other programs capable of authoring DVD-Video.  This guide is meant to provide the easiest and fastest way to backup any DVD5 or DVD9.  If you want to back up the extras, subtitles, menus, and languages, then I recommend using another of the many guides available on DOOM9.ORG or VCDHELP.COM.  
The above guides are a cut and paste job, with added commentaries, of some ten guides I went through before getting a working DVD-R.  Thanks to those before me who provided the guides from which the above guide has been compiled.
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
