DVD2SVCD SIMPLE

Programs Required:

Cinema Craft Encoder SP ver. 2.50

DVD2SVCD ver. 1.0.9 build 3

Daemon Tools 3.20
CloneCD 4

DVD2SVCD GUIDE:

1. Under the MISC tab, change the LEVEL to NORMAL.  Set a default folder to rip and convert your DVD.  Input file should be DVD (or AVI) and output file should be MPEG-2 (or MPEG-1 for VCD).
2. Under the ENCODER tab, set MULTIPASS VBR to 2 or 3 passes. Encoder selected should be Cinema Craft Encoder. Set CCE quality to 25.
3. Under the CD IMAGE tab, select VCDXBUILD.
4. Under the AUDIO tab, select DOWNSAMPLE to 44.1 kHz.
5. Under the DVD RIP tab, tick ACTIVATE DVD RIPPING and select vStrip (assuming you have not already ripped your DVD to the Hard Drive or inputting an AVI file).
6. Under the DVD2AVI tab, select AUTOMATIC in the NTSC FIELD OPERATION box.
7. Under the SUBTITLES tab, untick RIP SUBTITLES.
8. Under the BITRATE tab, click on USE DEFAULTS, set MIN AVG to zero, CD SIZE to 800 in every field and tick WARN IF THE TOTAL BITRATE IS TOO HIGH.
9. Under the CONVERSION tab click the CD ICON, browse for your ripped IFO or AVI file.  
10. Click on RIP & CONVERT or just START CONVERSION when ready.

DAEMON TOOLS:

1. Start Daemon Tools and browse to the folder where DVD2SVCD had create cue/bin files for you (S)VCD.  There should be two or three.
2. Load each CUE file separately after the previous burn.

CLONECD:

Daemon Tools creates a virtual cd of the image file which can be DAO-RAW copied to another disk.  Simply use CloneCD to make an exact copy of the Stealth Drive.

There are other ways to make VCDs or SVCDs from DVD or AVI, but none with as good a quality or as simple.
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
