Set at a party in Antelope Valley, California, Nightfall focuses on a group of naive, yet determined twenty year olds through their struggle with their relationships, environment and individual vulnerabilities.  The film closely follows three young women and their emotional encounters with their boyfriends and friends.  Ending on a disturbing note, Nightfall will leave the audience to decide the true strengths and evils of these young men and women as the encounter emotional hurdles in the desolate desert party setting.
Cast & Crew

With over forty aspiring actors auditioning, we cast a diverse mix of authentic Antelope Valley actors as well as a small group of professional actors from the Los Angeles area.  The Nightfall crew, made up of twenty crew members, includes film students, professional lighting technicians, and a professional make up designer. Characters

The film closely follows three young women as they make choices that will affect their closest relationships.  Anna, a homeless disturbed young woman who is in an abusive relationship, realizes her self worth and finds someone that will respect and cherish her.  Laurie is a confused, yet spiritual twenty year old who is dependant upon her relationship with her boyfriend, yet does not feel she can fully love him.  Jessica is a misplaced teenager who ends up at the party attempting to fit in with the older crowd, and serves as the naïve young girl who is in over her head.  A vampire serves as a force of retribution, creating a surprise ending to the film.
Time Line

We have already completed two weekends of shooting, and plan to finish shooting the film over the next three weeks.  June 1st the film will be released.  Early fall we are planning a Film Festival in the Antelope Valley area, where we plan to screen a variety of different short films.  We hope to have between 100-300 people attending the film festival.
