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Performance Requirements

This document is provided to you, The Lucky Person/People Who Just Hired Nightwatch To Sing For Them, in order to maximize the total amount of coolness the performance will attain.  Please make sure to follow this document to the letter, or else Nightwatch will cry, and you don’t want that.  We go through a lot of hankies.
Sound System:  If you already have one or can get one to use, that would be great.  It would be preferable if someone was available to turn the knobs and play with the blinky lights while we sing, as it’s very difficult for us to do it ourselves.  We know; we’ve tried.  If they understand what they are doing, even better.  Now if you can’t get one, don’t worry about it; we’ll just sing really, really loud.
Speakers are a must; otherwise, the sound system would be pretty much useless.  I mean, who would hear us?  Monitor speakers would be very cool, but if you can’t get them, we can work around that.  We’ll be a lot less mobile, as we’ll have to stand closer together longer, but we’ll compensate for that by wearing more deodorant.

Amplifiers are good, too.  They send sounds to the speakers so the audience can hear us.  See how that works?  Mixing board – yup, that’s a good idea.  That’s that whole knobs-and-blinky-lights thing we talked about earlier.  Cables and other stuff to hook things up with – also good.
Microphones – now here’s something to talk about.  We’ve done shows with four microphones on stands or ones we can hold ourselves.  We’ve done shows with two microphones in the middle of the stage, pointed in a flying-V-type of shape.  We’ve done shows with one singular microphone, center stage, on a lonely stand.  We’ve even performed with <GASP!!!> no microphones at all.  The point is, we’re cool with whatever set up you have.  Just let us know ahead of time, and the space-time continuum will be preserved.  Also, please set aside one minute and 26 seconds for our microphone check.  Some groups take longer, we know.  In short, there’s nothing we could spend more time on that would make any difference in how we sound.  What we sing is what you get, or something like that.

If we think of anything else we’ll need, like zany wacky sound effects or a full symphonic orchestra, we’ll let you know the day before.  Plenty of time, right?  
Lighting:  We’ve found that the audience being able to see us is mostly a good thing.  Any sort of lighting that you can give us would be much appreciated, even the sun’s gentle rays.  Interrogation lighting is verboten.

Staging:  We have four people.  We need a space big enough for four people.  The only exception to this is when we perform one of our performance sets, such as the Diner Set© and the Garbageman Set©.  For these, we need a little more room, roughly the size of a nice walk-in closet.  You know, the kind with the shelves for shoes and the rotating suit and tie racks and stuff?  If we perform the Diner Set©, please make sure that brooms, dust pans, dust mops and wet mops are at the ready for cleaning once we are done.  Why, you ask?  Can’t tell you – it’s a secret, much like Calgon.
Set and Props:  It’s not often that we request procurement of set pieces and props, as we try to travel with our own stuff (read:  We make Matt cart our junk all over in his truck).  It’s tougher when we fly, so we may ask you to comb through your nearest Goodwill store, garage sale or junkyard for a little something to help us out.  Again, you’ll get a day of lead time on this, we promise!
Miscellaneous Items:  Below is a list of other items that we do not expect to find in our dressing rooms but thought would be fun to list:

· Bottled water on ice in champagne bottles.

· Champagne on ice in water bottles.

· Four bowls of M&Ms; each bowl will have a different color in it.  The four colors will be chartreuse, khaki, burnt sienna, and off-black.

· Fresh flowers in vases.  Dandelions are our favorite.
