Course Description: This course is designed to improve your writing.  We will be focusing on two different types of essays (Informative and Argument) and the Research Paper.  During this course, we will be working to improve on grammar, mechanics, content, originality, etc.

Attendance: During the summer sessions, 4 or more unexcused absences will lower ;your course grade by one letter.  A valid verifiable excuse includes:  illness, serious family emergency, college business, and incremental weather.
Class attendance is mandatory and habitual tardiness is unacceptable.  Please make arrangements to be in class on time.

Course Requirements:
1.  Reading:  You are expected to do all assigned reading before class time. 
2.  Papers:  

Essays:  Students completing this course should write 2 essays (1 argument and 1 informative essay).  Each essay paper should be 3-6 pages in length.  These papers will be graded on strength, originality, and support of your thesis.  You will be able to choose your own topic, however; I must approve topics.  Format of papers:  Typed or word-processed, double spaced, 12 or 14 font, name and course listed at the top of the page.  Keep a copy of your work.

Research Paper:  You will be able to choose between an Informative or Argumentative Research Paper.  You will be able to choose your own topic, however; I must approve it.  We will spend 2 weeks on the research paper and will go over research techniques.  You will be required to have note cards and use 6 sources (1 original source).  The research paper will be 6-10 pages in length, double spaced, 12 or 14 font, and have a MLA works cited page.  MLA techniques will be used.


3.  Examinations:  There will be a 2 two hour final exam.  There will be several questions concerning the two types of essays and over research techniques (including MLA).  The final exam cannot be made up.


4.  Quizzes:  As much as possible, I like to conduct this class as a seminar so that students have the maximum opportunity to express their views and to interact with the material, their peers, and the instructor.  THIS REQUIRES THAT YOU READ THE ASSIGNED MATERIAL BEFORE YOU COME TO CLASS.  In this regard there will be unannounced quizzes given throughout the semester.  Quizzes will be given during the first ten minutes of class and cannot be made up.
