LESSON CYCLE LESSON PLAN FORMAT
Teacher/Liaison:  Marcus Edwards, Ginger Drain, Nancy Duggan

Subject:  MLED 402/403:  Circulation System (Heart, Blood Vessels, and Blood) 
Time Estimate:  45 minutes

Grade Level:  7th grade

Specific Instructional Objective:  To name and describe different parts of the human circulatory system (blood, vessels, and heart).  TEKS objective:  7.6 (c) - relate forces to basic processes in living organisms including the flow of blood and the emergence of seedlings; 7.9 (a) – identify the systems of the human organism and describe their functions; 8.6 (a) – describe interactions among the systems in the human organism.
Rationale: To show how the human body circulates oxygen, nutrients, water, and waste products to and from cells via vessels, blood, and heart circulation.
Media/Technology Materials:  Power point presentation, dry erase board.
Diversity activity included (describe):  Speed it - all students will be able to participate in the game which assesses what the students have learned from the presentation over the Circulation System.

LEARNING ACTIVITIES:

1. Introductory Activity/Initiating Procedures (focus, anticipatory set):  Jumping Jack activity to measure heart rate.  Also, the semantic map strategy will be used throughout the lesson to cluster ideas into categories.
2. Procedures for the Lesson
a. Information Giving:  Information will be presented to the students regarding the circulatory system (blood, vessels, and heart). 
b. Modeling/Providing Examples:  The jumping jacks activity will model how the circulatory system works.  The semantic map strategy will help the students organize their information about the circulatory system.
c. Checking for understanding/Provisions for re-teaching:  The semantic map strategy will help the students clarify their information.  The Speed It game will be the assessment used to test their knowledge.
d. Guided Practice:  The semantic map will aid as the guided practice to show them how to organize the information.  
e. Independent Practice:  Will assign that all students monitor their heart rate during physical activities and report back to the class.
f. Closure/Culminating Procedure:  “Have a Heart” (cupcakes)  Classroom discussion that will use the Circulation Man to throw to individual students and have them state what they thought was interesting from the presentation.  
g. Enrichment/Extension:  Discuss the four different blood types and ask the students if they know their blood type.  If not, have them research their own blood type.

3.   Evaluation of Students to determine if the objective was met:  Speed It game and Semantic Map will be used as
            an evaluation to determine if the objectives were met.

Evaluation of Self to determine if the objective was met:  Observe students as they participate in the game of Speed It to see if all students have a grasp of what was taught.  Also, observe students completing the semantic maps to see how well they organized the information.
