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Since I will be a science teacher, my ideal classroom would have tables instead of individual desks so that the work surface area is larger to do the hands-on experiments as well as easier to work collaboratively within a group.  The tables would be arranged so that students could easily see the boards that will be used on the four walls.   They would also be arranged so that I could easily walk around the room to view the students working and help them whenever needed.  My desk would be located at the corner of the room so that it is not the focal point of the classroom.  It will also not take up as much space being in a corner compared to the middle of the room.   I would have two large file cabinets to store laboratory equipment.  The desk would have two file cabinets to store files and student class records.   A computer would be located near my desk for easy access.  Two tables would be located on the other side of the room to use for various activities and demonstrations.   Two more computers are located within the room that students can use.  I have also included a couple of more chairs within the room for visitors, students, and myself.   One of the chairs is a stool or director’s chair.  A bookshelf will be a must in my classroom.   The classroom needs to have its’ own library for students to use.  The library will be composed of books on science topics that will aid as a resource for the student.  At opposite ends of the classroom are two very large dry erase boards.  At one end, a projection screen will be available to use for overhead projections.  On the other sides of the classroom is one dry erase board that is much smaller.   Also included on these walls are three bulletin boards that will be changed at least once a month if time permits.  Topics of the bulletin boards will vary but one will show the accomplishments of the students.  At least three waste baskets are located throughout the room.   There are also two medium plants that will give a warm feeling in the classroom.  The students will help in caring for the plants.
