Math 160 is the critical course in the Math. Topics to be covered include fundamental concepts in mathematics of angles, such as, the definitions of six trigonometric functions, the identities and formulas, and trigonometric equations… Some basic applications in geometry of triangles (the Law of Sines, the Law of Cosines and areas), complex numbers and polar coordinates are also to be concerned. Math 070 and Math 080 is prerequisite for taking Math 160; you need to have developed facility at working with fractions and algebraic techniques and you need to be comfortable with the use of your graphing calculator.

Attendance will be taken at each class meeting. If you miss 4 consecutive classes, or a total of 6 classes, you will be dropped from the class. The last day to drop the class and receive a “W” grade is November 14, 2003. If you are still enrolled in this class after that day and do not complete the class, you will receive a grade based on your total accumulated points according to the scale below.

The tentative lecture schedule for this semester is on the next page. Class lectures will make more sense to you if you have read the material before the date on the schedule. Plan also to reread each section after it is discussed in class.

There will be 4 tests given in class on the dates indicated on the schedule on the next page. If you miss a class test with a perfect explanation, you might take a make-up test from the Test Proctor (L225, phone 564-6148 for hours). Make-up tests will be worth a maximum of 80 points and must be taken within one week of the original class test. The make-up test will also be available to any students scoring less than 80 points on the original test. Everyone will be required to take a comprehensive final examination at the end of the course.
