Example. [m]   Me, mean, may, month, mat, matter, more, minute, milk, - army, summer, among, hammer, lemon, policeman, animal, something, camera, - am, time, him, room, them, come, seem, comb, name.
Possible pronunciation problems

Examples 

If you say [n] instead of [m]              some will sound like sun
If you say [ŋ] instead of [m]              swim will sound like swing
Remember, make your lips come together in a humming position for [m] say  mmmmmmmmmm and your [m] will be marvelous.
2 -Pronouncing [n]                      tongue: Firmly pressed against gum ridge behind upper front teeth
                                                     Airstream: Continuous through the nose
                                                      Tongue: Vibrating.

Example.  [n]   no, nail, new, neck, net, need, know, need, know, night, knee, - any, dinner, many, tennis, money, runner, window, candle, banana, - in, fine, on, begin, can, again, when, tin, then.
Possible pronunciation problems

Examples 

If you say [m] instead of [n]              sun will sound like some
If you say [ŋ] instead of [n]              ran will sound like rang
Practice this sound again and again; you’ll have a fine pronunciation of  [n] .

Example.[ŋ] anger, youngest, thank, single, ginger, longest, banging, hungry – sting, running, tongue, strong, walking, singing, feeling, belong.
