	Excel freezes the titles that no matter how far you scroll down you can still see it
	

	date stamp (EX 183)
	Shows the date it was created or the period it represents
	

	NOW function (EX 183)

	absolute cell reference (EX 186)
	Tells Excel to keep the cell reference  constant
	

	mixed cell reference (EX 186)
	Mixes (adding or subtracting) different cells to get another number
	

	relative cell reference (EX 186)
	Tells excel to change the cell reference as it goes to its destination area
	

	IF function (EX 189)
	Useful when you want to assign a value of a cell based on logical tests
	

	nested IF function (EX 195)
	An action that can be taken true or false
	

	underline (EX 203)
	Underlines the selected text
