DID YOU KNOW?
Dear Neighbor, 

Many are still unaware that our Middletown Board of Ed signed a contract with Verizon Wireless to erect a 120+ft high / 50ft wide Cellular Tower site right in between the practice ball fields on Middletown High School South.   The community, our local officials, and even many who are involved in our school system were unaware of this until recently.  A decision of such importance, given the controversy associated with cellular towers and their potential negative impact, should have been made with greater awareness and concern for residents and families who are or will be part of the Middletown High School South community.   A few things to think about:
· Health Risks:  This technology is still fairly new and there has been no conclusive evidence that these towers are “safe.”  There is just as much if not more research and literature on the adverse effects of these towers. There have been links between cancers/leukemia, dangers with pace makers, as well as abnormalities in cell & tissue development.  
· Property Values: Whether risk is perceived or not, no one makes a conscious decision to live that close to a cell tower, especially one of that size.
· Attractive nuisance: Cell Towers are too much of an attraction for unwanted attention and vandalism and will negatively impact the caliber and security of the school that chooses to host such a controversial addition to their property.

· Safety 
Issues: There are numerous concerns with erecting such a large (unmanned) tower so close to a school and residents.
Our BoE ignored the request to have an independent study conducted as well as to hold a public forum for feedback from the community prior to casting their votes. It is a huge disappointment to many of us who trust our Board of Ed to make decisions that are in our children and community’s best interest. This is an example of poor judgment and short-sightedness at our expense and raises doubt over each board member who voted for this without further investigation and input. 
Please make every effort to convey your concerns to the Board of Ed and even more importantly to our local officials to let them know that this is not how the community (and especially school parents) want to be treated.
