4. Old Business
a. Update action items
Website: Tineke will type out and post available minutes on website, and submit invoice for next meeting.

FIA requires two contracts. Contract has to be discussed before signing and a meeting will be arranged on June 12th, 10.00 hrs. WFP Board Room.
Enhancement subcommittee will meet next week.

All other action items are completed.

b. Hatchery update – Mike Austin
Postponed till the June 25 meeting.

c. Enhancement subcommittee update – Dave Davies
350,000 Burman Chinook fry (6 grs.) have been released.
Dave Davies and Paul Preston met with MMFN on May 20th, 2008.

Conclusions: enhancement will concentrate on collecting broodstock from present Gold chinook population, foregoing enhancement of the original Gold chinook. MMFN advises to keep looking for the original Gold chinook and to keep collecting DNA samples.

Enhancement subcommittee will meet again on June 2, 13.00 hrs, The Lodge at Gold River, with Bob Handyside, Kent O’Neill, Mike Austin and Les Rombough, discussing Conuma chinook in relation to Gold chinook enhancement. 

d. Conuma Side Channel update – Karl Wilson
Purpose of the Conuma side channel: to produce coho smolts, chum adults and to provide access for chinook and chum.
All necessary approvals are in place, and contractors will be chosen by next week.

The first $140,000 of FIA money has been allocated, (including $40,000.- from MOT and $10,000.- from PSF) and the contract has to be signed. Prior to signing the contract a meeting will be held to discuss its content: June 12, 2008, WFP Board Room. Present: Roger Dunlop, Ken Smith, Pat Dennison, Karl Wilson, Tineke Veenhoven.
Project check list: Larry Andrews has not been informed as stated. Roger will inform him.
Upon completion of the channel a celebration with the Board, members, media and funders will be organized. Estimated completion date: September 2008.

New Business
a. Green Energy – Ken Smith
Ken Hasn’t received a response from Green Energy about the invitation to attend this NSWS meeting.

b. Chinook Treaty Canada/USA – Roger Dunlop

After 18 months of negotiating a Pacific Salom Treaty, Chinook Annex tentative agreement has been agreed upon. There will be a 15% reduction of Chinook catch in South East Alaska and a 30% (46% troll reduction due to domestic allocation Policy) reductions in West Coast Vancouver Island troll and outside port fishery. US$ 30 M (million) will be put toward mitigating the Vancouver Island fishing fleet disruption. An additional $29.5 M will be provided by the two countries for stock assessment and management improvements as follows: $10 M over five years to a Sentinel Stocks Program (from existing Southern and Northern Boundary and Enhancement Funds for rigorous assessment of 10 stock groups), including three streams from WCVI Conservation Units, to assist a review of the reductions in 2014: $1.0 M over two years from US Letter of Agreement funding to improve the Coastwide Chinook Model: $15 M ($7.5 M from each country) over five years to improve Coded Wire Tag programs used to assess exploitation, and $3 M from Washington State to assist Canada pilot and evaluate mark-selective Chinook fisheries. The treaty has not yet been signed. Ratification of the Treaty is required by both countries. The tentative agreement can be viewed at the PSC website (www.psc.com).
c. Fuel costs for transporting fry – Dick Dennison

Dick Dennison suggests to buy a bigger smolt tank to reduce the number of trips that have to be made to transport fry, thus saving on fuel costs.

Coast Guard vessels may be available, but are relatively slow. Dave Davies will inquire.

Jim Murphy suggests investigating the possibility of using Grieg vessels for transport.
