WHAT ARE WE ALL ABOUT!

Welcome to families new to the area.  Who are we?

North Clackamas Soccer Club (NCSC or the Club) promotes, develops, and administers the game of soccer among 700 youth participating from 11 North Clackamas elementary and middle schools.  We also encourage players educated through private and home school programs.  The Club permits and maintains approximately 8 soccer fields that are used for practices, games, and tournament play.

NCSC Board meetings are held each first Monday of the Month at the King of Kings Church off Thiessen Road in Milwaukie, Oregon.  There are 14 Board positions and new perspectives for club development are always helpful. Nominations for Board positions are received at the November General meeting and are voted on at the Annual General Meeting in December.  We are currently recruiting for our 2002 fall Season, Fundraiser Chair and Kindergarten Program positions.

Sponsorships and Fundraising:

Round Table Pizza, McDonalds, Columbia Rubber Mills and Portland General Electric (PGE) have provided past sponsorships and support.

Your Sponsorship Chair is working aggressively towards sponsorships for the area youth programs.  We further encourage individuals to consider a grant or donation to the Club’s youth soccer activities.  The Club’s fundraising activities have included candy sales, retail discount cards, and cookie dough sales.  Our primary fundraiser for the 2002 season will be a cookie dough promotion. NOTE:  All sponsorships and donations must go through the Club Treasurer.  Coaches may request reimbursement from the Club for any team specific donations. 

Monies earned through fundraising have supported field installation and maintenance (including drainage and sprinkler system requirements) of our fields.  The responsibility and maintenance of permitted fields falls entirely on NCSC funding.  In addition, fundraising provides for the purchase of team uniforms, equipment needs, payment of referee fees, Club and player insurance premiums, tournament and player expenses, and other necessary expenses required for our youth engaged in NCSC organized recreational and classic soccer activities.  

The Club has historically promoted the recreational player.  In 2001, a highly successful Kindergarten program was added.  It will be expanded in 2002 with revised practice/game sessions now scheduled for Friday evenings (tentative).   Newer programs included “Classic” or “Competitive” teams with players from ages U-11 through U-18.  NCSC is working with Rex Putnam High School Soccer organization for continuing development of coaching programs, and better player training programs.

If you would like to learn more about the Club and/or the game of soccer, we have materials available.  A new website is also in the design phase.  NCSC feels that this Internet site will enable communications on a more timely basis than what we have currently been experiencing.  The availability of e-mail messages and voice messages has also enabled us to communicate more timely with our members. SOCCER LEAGUES

KINDERGARTEN LEAGUE:  The focus is on teaching soccer with good sportsmanship and having fun.  Kindergarten teams are combined sexes and play 3 aside. Practices and games are played on the same day.    T-Shirts are included in the fee and the player keeps the shirt at the end of the season.  The player will provide everyday shorts, shoes and socks.  No structured uniform is required.  Kindergarten players don’t usually hear from their coaches until some time early September after the school season has begun.  Practice games are played on Friday afternoon/evenings (tentative).  [Tentative start date 09/18/02]
MINI LEAGUE: (Generally, teams of 1st and 2nd graders).  The focus is on teaching soccer with good sportsmanship and having fun. To offer a lot of touches on the ball, 5 sided games are played on small fields. Games occur on the same day as practice.  Sessions occur two nights a week, either Mon/Wed or Tues/Thurs.  NCSC Mini teams are organized to play other NCSC Mini teams during the fall season.  Shirts and socks are included in the fee, and the player will not be required to return them to the Club. The player will provide everyday shorts, soccer shoes and shin guards.  No structured uniform is required.  Mini players don’t usually hear from their coaches until some time early September after the school season has begun. [Tentative start date 09/09/02]

RECREATIONAL LEAGUE:  (Generally 3rd grade through 8th grade).   This program is a continuation of emphasizing good sportsmanship and fun.  Fall is the primary season for NCSC soccer.  The club accepts registrations from players and places them on teams. [Practices begin mid to late August, Games begin 1st or 2nd week after start of school season]

Fall Season: All-boy and all-girl teams are organized to play other teams within the Willamette Youth Soccer Association (WYSA) District. There is no record of the team wins or losses.  NCSC provides a uniform, which you will be required to return at the end of the fall season.  The Club does not provide shin guards.  Players are required to provide shin guards and soccer shoes. (no baseball cleats will be accepted) [usually 12 games; one per week]

Indoor Soccer: A Coach, who wishes to, can put a team together and signup with local soccer facilities for winter indoor games. Competition is often at a high level. This is not organized by NCSC and is done at the discretion of the coach.  Call Oregon Soccer Center (503) 655-PLAY or view the website at www.nwsoccercenters.com.

Spring Season: Coaches who wish to put teams together can play recreational Soccer through the Portland Youth Soccer League or Willamette Youth Soccer Association.  This is becoming a very popular season for players and although this activity is orchestrated by each coach, we attempt to place players on teams whenever possible.  A registration fee will be required.  Interested Coaches are required to present requests through the Board for sponsorship and use of uniforms. [2002 OYSA fees increased to between $400 and $550 per team]

CLASSIC SOCCER:  (Ages U-11 to U-14 only) Designed for competitive soccer, NCSC Tryouts are normally held in May for the Fall Season.  All NCSC players over the age of 11 are allowed the opportunity to try out for a classic team, but are not guaranteed a place on a team.  Flyers are sent to age appropriate recreational players who played in last fall's season. These teams often play year round. The focus is to play soccer at the most competitive level possible. 

Part of the fall registration fee includes annual OYSA (Oregon Youth Soccer Association) fees that offer secondary insurance for players, and fees to WYSA (Willamette Youth Soccer Association) who schedules league games.  Players should hear from their coaches in no later than mid August.  Spring registration fees include the OYSA player fees and secondary insurance.  [2002 OYSA fees increased to between $400 and $550 per team]


OREGON SOCCER ASSOCIATION

Our club has membership with Oregon Youth Soccer Association and United States Soccer Federation. As members of OYSA, we derive many benefits including liability insurance for member clubs, secondary medical insurance for players, coaching clinics and manuals for club coaches, Classic soccer leagues, Oregon Select programs. 


VOLUNTEERS


All volunteers are required to sign an Employee Volunteer Disclosure Statement.  This form is required by OYSA for risk management purposes.  Background checks are required on all volunteer positions: coaches, Board members, team parents, etc. 

No coach, Board member or volunteer will be allowed to perform their duties without the their signature on the document and the form having been turned in to the Club Registrar.  No TEAM will be allowed to practice if a coach has not delivered this form to the Club Registrar.  If you have not signed this form, contact your Coach Coordinator or Registrar immediately.

   

CLUB BOARD MEETINGS:   Volunteers run North Clackamas Soccer Club.  General Board meetings are held regularly on the first Monday of every month (excluding December) at 7:00pm at the King of Kings Church off Thiessen Road.  Planning for the new Fall Season starts at the end of the previous season, with officers being elected in December of each year.  Parents and coaches are encouraged to attend these meetings.  Communication by coaches and team parents to their families is critical to the Club’s success.  

What kind of things goes on at the board meetings?  There is a regular agenda with Officers presenting reports of current work.  Financial decisions are made regarding the next year's soccer fees, whether to replace worn out equipment and ways to stretch our funds for future growth.  Fundraisers are discussed, as well as equipment needs and OYSA rules and requirements.  WYSA activities are presented.  We discuss the management of the fields we share with the other outside spring leagues (primarily youth baseball and adult soccer leagues).  We encourage new perspectives and ideas at the Board meetings. New people help us grow and make us a better club.  Through this, we are constantly looking for ways to improve our programs offered to youth players.  Coaches and parents:  Ask questions and become better acquainted with Club and league activities.
