Ed Hunter told a cautionary tale of a modeller in his club who had the grave misfortune to have a fire break out in the shed where he kept his models.  The fire spread rapidly leading to the complete loss of his house, though fortunately no one was hurt.  The cause of the fire is unknown and may not have been associated with the modelling equipment, but the potential for fire hazards from modelling equipment is clear.

A number of queries regarding the Child Protection Policy arose out of the insurer’s intention to require clubs to have policies in place by 2007.  It was generally agreed that it was important for clubs to have a policy, preferably written into their constitution, requiring all Juniors to be accompanied on the field by a parent or guardian at all times.
Tony Eden queried the meaning of “enhanced clearance” and was advised by Martin Johnson that this was for situations where there would be 1 to 1 contact with Juniors.

Tony Eden pointed out that CRB clearance gained through one organisation is not transferable to another.

Tom Walker asked if the appointment of a Child Protection Officer would be compulsory.  Allan Weighell replied that it was not compulsory, but the club must have a stated policy.
