Mike Bell read out the details of a swap meet on behalf of Sam Weston of Catterick Garrison Club.

At the Sept 06 Areas Council meeting the Areas were asked to consider their position on whether the Achievement Scheme Controller (ASC) should have the authority to decide whether a candidate for Area Chief Examiner is enrolled for the probationary period.  After some discussion it was agreed that the N E Area were of the opinion that the Areas views should prevail.
Tom Jones said it was now nearly one year since the Area decided to underwrite loss making events at Albemarle and it was therefore time to consider whether to continue or change this for 2007.  After some discussion two proposals emerged.  Proposal by Newcastle MFA: “There should be no Area subsidy for Area events, the organising club should bear the full hire fee”.  Seconded by Cleveland Indoor.  Voting:  For 5, Against 8, Abstentions 1 – proposal failed.  The other proposal by Dick Wilson therefore prevailed.  This proposal was that “The Albemarle hire fee will comprise a fixed fee payable by the organising club together with a fixed Area subsidy.  It was agreed to carry forward the decision as to the value of the two fixed amounts until the hire fees for 2007 became known.
Mike Bell asked if Delegates would forward to him details of persons willing to have their e-mail addresses held on a circulation list for the purpose of promoting Albemarle events.
