MATTERS ARISING

Formal letters of permission to use Albemarle Barracks have now been obtained from both Northumbria Police and Castle Morpeth Council.  These have been posted to the CO of Albemarle.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Terry Bailey reported on the tragic accident at the Free Flight Nats at Barkston where a competitor was fatally struck by lightning.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

The Secretary had received a call from Clive Farrar of Carlisle club regarding the Northern Area Proposal to prevent club examiners from conducting tests outside their own clubs.  He expressed a strong opposition to this proposal.  The Secretary gave Clive details on persons within the Northern and North Western Areas to whom he could pass his comments and was also advised on the time and location of the North Eastern Area meeting should he wish to attend.

TREASURER’S REPORT

On behalf of Tom Walker the Chairman reported that the Area Support had been received.  Terry also reported that Tom was up and about and recovering well from his operation.

EDUCATION CO-ORDINATORS REPORT

Allan Weighell advised the meeting that no teams from the North Eastern Area would be going to the Wright Challenge at the NEC.  Allan himself would also be unable to attend.

PRO’S REPORT

None.

DELEGATE’S REPORT

Allan gave an account of the Full Council Meeting.  He reported that two items debated at the last North East Area Meeting, namely, the proposal that the Gold Trophy be re-allocated to F2B at the Nationals and the proposal regarding starting times of free flight contests were both carried.
The UKRCC are to follow up inquiries regarding the use of illegal frequencies and will publish advice in due course.

Following the success of BMFA Roadshows elsewhere, Allan recommended that the North Eastern Area should arrange a similar event.  A provisional date in September has been proposed.

The main item of discussion arising from the agenda for the forthcoming Areas Council was the Northern Area Proposal regarding club examiners previously mentioned under Secretary’s Report.  The view of the meeting was that this proposal is unnecessarily restrictive and would not be supported.
