Any Other Business

The use of synthesised transmitters at the Geordie Nationals due to the possible

problems they could cause if pilots were to change frequencies. It was agreed that
any change of frequency must only done with the approval and supervision of the 

relevant flightline director and/or Tx controller. The allocated frequencies are 

Ch55-79 for fixed wing and Ch80-90 for helicopters.

Gary Armstrong asked delegates to thank their club members for supporting the recent NMAS/LMA fly-in at Longhorsley despite the less than ideal weather conditions, he also reminded delegates of the Hexham MFC achievement scheme training/testing day at Albemarle on 2nd July.
Allan Weighell reported on the Shildon clubs recent success in gaining planning permission for their club site despite the continuing protests of one particularly determined parish councillor.

Tom Maddison informed the meeting of a local caravan/camping site at West Farm (approx 6 miles from Albemarle, off the military road) which may be of interest to pilots wishing to attend the Geordie Nationals who would like to stay for the full weekend.

 The Chairman reported on an item he had seen in a recent set of Executive Council minutes relating to the status of the society records officer John French and this areas apparent refusal to recognise him. This is not true and has been explained to both the society chairman Robin Gowler and to Roger Bedford and they are now happy with the explanation given. As detailed in the May 2006 minutes the records officer is not an elected officer of the North Eastern Area committee, or a delegate of a club in the North Eastern Area and therefore cannot be listed in the area minutes as being in attendance, he is however entitled to attend the meeting as an observer and to sign the attendance register as such. The delegates in attendance unanimously supported the decision taken at this and the May 2006 meetings and the matter is now considered closed.
