ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Next meeting at Albemarle will be on 29nd March, organised by Gateshead Club. 

Charles Nixon (Boldon) asked for a booking on April 19th. This is to be confirmed.

Tony Eden (Weardale MGA) asked about the possibility of more days being available at Albemarle. Terry Bailey (Fellow, Sunderland) replied that we are still constrained by the licence conditions imposed last year. However, the officer who is now involved with access to Albemarle is more amenable than those initially involved. A meeting has been arranged between this officer and Terry Bailey/Chairman at Albemarle. It is hoped that this will lead to improved access.

Terry Bailey proposed that fees for Albemarle be fixed at £3.00 for adults and £1.00 for juniors. An amendment was proposed, that fees be for adults only, as at present. A vote was taken and the amendment was defeated 3 for, 7 against. A vote was then taken for the original proposal, which was passed 7 for, 3 against.

Tony Eden (Weardale MGA) asked about charges for Albemarle. Terry Bailey (Fellow, Sunderland) replied that the cost to the area for one day at Albemarle was £60.00 + 6% surcharge. The arrangement decided some time ago was that, if moneys collected came to £60.00 or greater, then the club should pay the full amount. If insufficient moneys were collected due to reduced attendance, then the club booking the day should pay a minimum of £40.00, if  that amount or less was collected. If a sum of between £40.00 and £60.00 was collected, then that amount was to be paid. The area would make up the shortfall. If the club collected more than £60.00, then the excess belonged to the club. Tony thanked Terry for this application and commented that he had misunderstood, thinking that the booking club was only required to pay £40.00 irrespective of amount collected.

There followed a considerable debate regarding the amount that should be paid by the booking club, the wording of the proposal for fees, whether the fixed amount should be recommended, rather than fixed. As the licence is currently being renewed for the period April to December 2009 and the fees are not yet known, it was decided to hold any further debate over until the new licence conditions are known.

Les Scurfield (Novocastria) asked about area support for team members. This is automatic for first time members, but others are subject to consideration by the area. It is recommended that clubs who have members in UK teams for 2009 Eurochamps should apply to the area for consideration for their members.
