CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Terry Bailey confirmed that he had received invoices from the St John’s Ambulance Brigade and also for the toilet hire at the Geordie Nationals.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

Geoff Armstrong read out a letter of complaint he had received from the Military concerning the use of Albemarle during the weekend of September 7/8th. Terry has taken the matter up directly with the authorities at Albemarle and the matter is now resolved.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Tom Walker gave brief accounts for the Geordie Nationals. About 300 people attended and after all bills have been paid, there is a surplus of £87.20.

EDUCATION CO-ORDINATOR’S REPORT

Allan Weighell reported on progress with entrants for the BMAC Challenge. Unfortunately, he has been unable to make contact with one of the entrants, a school in Kendal. He will also be attending a Technology Challenge at Kings School, Tynemouth on November 30th.

DELEGATE’S REPORT

Allan Weighell reported on discussions at the Full Council meeting held at Leicester on September 21st. The Financial report for the year ending 31st March 2002 showed a surplus of £32500 net. Broad details of the society’s income and expenditure account were given. The budget for 2003/4 was also discussed and it is proposed to increase membership fees by £1 at all levels as insurance premiums will increase by 11% again this year. This will be discussed at the AGM, which this year, will be held at the Holiday Inn, Walgrave. Several positions on the Executive Council are due for re election including, Vice Chairman, Honorary Secretary, Competition Secretary, and Records Officer. Allan reminded delegates that their club’s vote could still count as both he and Terry Bailey would both be prepared to act as proxy for those unable to attend. Membership stands at 34512, an increase of 5000 in 5 years, with affiliated clubs totalling 717. The Free Flight Nats will be held at Barkston Heath next year. Allan also reported on tiny R/C cars with a range of about 12 metres being illegally operated on the 35Mhz frequency. Next Areas Council meeting will be on Oct 5th 2002.
