ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Dick Wilson proposed that the improved availability of Albemarle should be taken advantage of as soon as possible.  He further suggested that if the Area were to act as underwriters of bookings and therefore make up any shortfall in takings towards the hire fee, then clubs may have more confidence to book events.  The Chairman was in agreement with this principle and asked if anyone was against it. There were none against.  Dick expected Chester le Street club to make a booking for either December or January.

Examples included C/L team race and combat competition practice, test flying of jets or large models and free flight trimming.  
The Area Achievement Scheme Co-ordinator has been contacted regarding whether he feels able to continue.  He is considering his position and will decide before the AGM.

Ewan Galloway has expressed an interest in becoming involved in the organisation of the Geordie Nats.  The offer was welcomed and Ewan will be informed of any preparation meetings.

The Shildon club have been successful with their long running planning permission application.

Allan Weighell reported that the long running insurance dispute at Darlington club has now been resolved.

Jack Patterson suggested that the Geordie Nats should be a two day event to encourage the attendance of trade.  After some discussion it was thought that it would be better to get a successful one day meeting under our belts first.
