INSTALMENT ONE  (Payment due 31st March)





Number of participants who are registered as belonging the club for the current year*

INSTALMENT TWO (Payment due 31st July)


Number of participants who are registered as belonging to the club for the current year* (since 31st March)


EXAMPLE				


				80 players


(Since 31st March)				15 participants


Multiply by $5		x $5/participant		x $5/participant


National levy	$	$5x15 participants		$75


* The Association reserves the right to determine the player numbers, which will be used to determine your clubs levy.  Please do not hesitate to contact the Association to discuss and mutually agree on your player numbers.
