All club members are asked to be at the Flea Market at 5:30 a.m. on the day of the event for last minute preparations and to lend a hand to the vendors.  Flyers were handed out to members in attendance to post at various locations.  Nick will try to post a message on the Maryland BASS Federation website and possibly the DC Federation website.

New Business-

· Mickey reported to the club that the Maryland BASS Federation is a mess as of late.  He explained the problems inside the Maryland BASS Federation and said he has spoken to several members in the Nation’s Capital BASS Federation.  Mickey presented everyone in attendance with DC Federation schedules and tournament formats and made it clear that the yearly requirements are 2 community involved functions and 1 meeting.  He also explained the tournament format stating there are no RSQT’s, SQT’s or Mr. BASS but that all 5 federation tournaments are money tournaments and that the boaters fish against the boaters and the riders against the riders.  Moving the club to the DC Federation would not affect the club name and that we can keep it.  Mickey orders motion to switch to the DC federation, Rich seconded, all were in favor to switch from MD Federation to DC Federation and by unanimous vote we are now in the Nation’s Capital BASS Federation.
