The items in question include a cat in a curled up sleeping position and a pair of owls on a plinth.





You may or may not be aware that these items are produced in factory farmed conditions where little or no welfare is afforded to the animals which are bred for the sole purpose of  producing these quite unnecessary objects.





Most of the items manufactured are made from rabbit fur and the animals are bred in appalling conditions and meet an equally appalling death at just a few months old.
