Proposed Greyhound Track

I am deeply concerned and shocked to hear about planning application number 

02F/2852 and ask you to oppose it.

Another greyhound track will just create extra demand for the breeding of 

even more greyhounds. Most of these sensitive and loyal dogs will be killed 

if they fail to make the grade, or when they are no longer fit, as there is 

a shortage of rescue homes.

Dogs are frequently cruelly killed, e.g drowned with heavy weights in 

rivers, and abandoned without food or water.

There is rapidly growing opposition to greyhound racing by people concerned 

about the fate of the dogs and the stadium is likely to be the focus of 

large anti-greyhound racing demonstrations. I would definitely join 

campaigners outside this track.

I note that the the proposed track is to be situated in the middle of a 

residential area. Drink, drunkenness and rowdiness are all closely 

associated with greyhound racing. Anti-social behaviour would adversely 

affect local residents on greyhound race nights.

The site for the proposed stadium is right next to a conservation area which 

is rich in wildlife and where red and grey squirrels live together. The 

conservation area lies directly between the local railway station and the 

proposed stadium and will undoubtedly suffer considerable damage and 

disturbance from drunken punters on their way home from the races.
