Classroom Rules and Procedures

Welcome to Mr. Novak's math class.  I hope this year will be a beneficial one for you.  Please read the following procedures so that you will know what is expected from you.
Homework
Should be done on time, showing procedure whenever possible.  In case of absence, work must be made up immediately upon return (assignments can be obtained from classmates, assignment sheet in your classroom, website(http://geocities.com/novakmath) or ME). Homework will be graded for effort given unless otherwise instructed.

Tests and Quizzes
Quizzes and tests will be given frequently throughout the marking period.  The schedule for major tests will be given with a minimum of three days notice.  Quizzes may be given at anytime without warning.

Attendance

Students are expected to follow school rules for absences.  100% attendance should be your goal.  All work missed due to absence from class must be made up in a timely manner(two days maximum).  A cut class results in zero credit for the assignment(including quizzes and tests) given that day.  Note:  if a quiz or test is missed due to one day’s absence, the student should be ready to take the assessment the day of their return to school.

Tardiness

Students are tardy when they are not inside of our classroom by the late bell.  No excuses will be accepted unless accompanied by a pass.
