OVERVIEW
This annex presents the broad outcomes, goals, operational outcomes/targets and priority strategic actions in matrix form for the new PRS. In addition, the matrix indicates the main actors and sectors responsible for the implementation of these actions. These are grouped under the three clusters described in Chapter 3:

· Cluster 1: Growth and income poverty reduction

· Cluster 2: Improvement of Quality of Life and Social Well Being
· Cluster 3: Governance and accountability
The strategy framework identifies broad outcomes for each cluster under which a set of goals are defined with an associated set of operational outcomes with specific targets and timeframes. For each operational outcome/target, specific areas or clusters of intervention and actions are given. It is possible to trace these actions to sectors and actors that are responsible for implementation. Definitions for these terms with examples are given below:

Underlying the strategy are a set of principles, while some are critical during preparation, most apply throughout preparation, implementation and monitoring. These principles are outlined below:

First, the strategy is viewed as a vehicle to scale up national ownership of development policy toward the attainment of the national development agenda. National ownership is enhanced by fostering participatory mechanisms at national and local levels that are open and clear to all stakeholders.

Second, equity will be pursued through broad-based and sustainable growth, focusing on increasing employment and livelihood opportunities to the poor and improved access to public services, and good governance.

Third, towards the national development goals, PRS II strongly identifies with international development commitments, including the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), the NEPAD, Brussels Plan of Action and the commitments made at the Johannesburg World Summit on Sustainable Development.

Fourth, the strategy emphasises a focus on growth and poverty reduction outcomes, associated priority actions and inter-sector linkages. It seeks to be more inclusive by explicitly taking on board the various contributions of all key players. Related to this the strategy aims to be more comprehensive by taking into account: the multi-dimensional nature of poverty; specific sector development strategies and programmes, and, crosscutting issues such as governance, environment, gender, HIV/AIDS, employment, children, youth, the elderly and people with disabilities. 

The fifth principle is “coordinated partnerships” in development. For local partners, the strategy will enhance further the space for civil society and the private sector, in policy dialogue. For external partners, the strategy stresses coordinated assistance to make aid more effective in reducing poverty.

Sixth, the strategy emphasises continued harmonization of national policy processes particularly, the PRS, the budget, the MTEF/PER and TAS, taking into account the political cycle. Specific attention will also be paid to timely and consistent flow of data amongst the institutions.
