GENERAL ASSEMBLY RESOLUTIONS

Resolution 001: Der Bataven’s Genocide of Religious Minorities.

Proposed by: Luunia, 4/08/03

The delegates commit to punishing the regime of Der Bataven, not the people, by targeting specific sanctions against the state, prohibiting the sale of military products and using diplomatic pressure to change the policies of this rogue regime.

It is the responsibility of the exporter to research, verify and assist in the transfer and implementation of the uranium for peaceful purposes.”

Resolution 003: The Need to Alleviate Foreign Debt of African Countries. 

Proposed by: African Union Staff, 4/17/03

Recognizing that African states owe most of their debt to European and American governments, the AU proposes that the new UN Delegate present a resolution to the United Nations where African states would be forgiven the interest on their debt in return for: 1) cooperation with the U.S. in the war on terror and 2) elimination of trade preferences with the US, allowing goods from the European Union to compete more effectively in Africa.

Resolution 004: Strategic Vision of the African Union and Budgetary Allocation

Proposed by: African Union Staff, 4/17/03

Aware of the difficult enigmas facing the continent in the 21st century, the AU would like to select a priority program that highlights its commitment to helping the poorest and most oppressed in Africa. The AU presents for a vote the following affirmation and budgetary allocation, “States of the AU, committed to social responsibility, shall devote 20% of their budget of programmatic initiatives to aid refugees in times of crisis and national emergency. Irrespective of ideological or political inclinations, this aid will be granted to those people who are affected and displaced from their national territories, and to assist the host countries who accept these refugees. Notable examples are the Muslims and Hindus of Der Bataven, now spread over 12 countries, several thousand Comorans cared for by Nabowin and Kenya among others, and Polisario refugees in Zevmar who have not been able to return home as of the date of this legislation.”

Resolution 005: Creation of a Commission to Monitor Suspected Cases of Religious Persecution and other Human Rights Abuses in Der Bataven 

Proposed by: Martin Luther King Jr., 4/22/03

 Following private meetings with Der Bataven this past Friday, a breakthrough was struck, where Der Bataven will allow for monitors to enter his country and assess the declarations that Der Bataven has made, saying there are no Muslims in his country, the Muslims that lived there have either left or willingly converted to Christianity, and there are no Hindus living in that country either. This ad hoc commission will be free to travel throughout the country freely and without government minders and should be made up of AU and non-AU states who have respectable human rights records and are willing to devote their services to the inspection process. The will intensely interview convertees, government officials and others at their choosing in private locations they select. Following the study, they will make a recommendation to the Security Council, either to remove any type of sanctions against Der Bataven or place stricter punitive action, depending on the findings.

Resolution 006: Removal of Louldamin from the Security Council 

Proposed by: Bantustand, 4/27/03

Louldamin has many 'colonies', a fact that they readily admit, who "never say, or do, anything except in a war or an election, in which case they vote or support" Louldamin. It was Louldamin's colonies that voted them into the Security Council, just like it was Louldamin who gave those countries positions on the Security Council! This list of countries does not include the recent revelation by Dorghistan, implicating even Martin Luther King Jr. (who chose Louldamin) in all this! With those countries Louldamin has become cocky and belligerent. We have seen the willingness for 'Jihad at the drop of a hat' against Dorghistan, which also involved another colony of theirs. Louldamin is clearly too reckless and irresponsible for an important position like a vetoing member of the Security Council, and at times dangerous.  Louldamin and its colonies need to be removed and a new election held for the position (to be retained until the next Secretary General is chosen), with Louldamin and ALL of their colonies banned from taking part. 

This resolution is to pressure Martin Luther King to remove Louldamin from the Security Council or face loss of endorsements, possibly resulting in the de facto election of a new UN Delegate.

Resolution 007: Allowing Gabon to Reclaim their Territory

Proposed by: Gabon (presented personally by President El Hadj Omar Bongo) 4/29/03

Gabon reclaimed its lands which had been stolen from them. Consequently, they invaded a small part of Great Flanders and took the land back. They want no war with Great Flanders or anyone else. They wish others to recognize the new borders and normalize relations.

After debate and strong opposition by Warlordia, the members determined that UF would approach Great Flanders to see if that state would agree for this matter to be put to a vote by the General Assembly.  Great Flanders agreed. At stake are 50,000 acres in the northern and southeastern borders of the two countries. 

Engleland offered Great Flanders 50,000 of their own territory to G.F. in exchange for Gabon’s legitimization of claims. This was considered a gracious option, yet with dangerous ramification.

Instead the AU members will have one week from Friday (voting closes June 06) to decide: 

a) Great Flander’s boundary delimitations are correct.

b) Gabon’s boundary delimitations are correct.

c) An AU boundary commission will establish a compromise.

The two states have agreed to abide by the ruling which CAN NOT be appealed. The vote requires a simple majority of 50% + 1.

In favor of option:

a) Afrikaaner Enclave, Ancauze, Central African Republic, Chuda, Gaborone, Great Flanders, Malawi, Phazania, Territory, Uganda, Warlordia, Wolverton in Space (12)

Resolution 008: Reformation of the Security Council

Proposed by: Engleland (presented personally by Foreign Minister J. MacIver) 4/29/03

Introduction

We are aware that we are not members of the AU, but please know this it not in disagreement with it's principals but it is in disagreement with it's administration. We are sad to say that our predictions - that the Security Council has a lot of potential for corruption - have proved correct (please note Louldamin having control of 4 seats on the council (if Congress of Unity is included). Therefore, we will propose a new administration. We would like to tell you that this is modelled partially on our own government, specifically the High Council that rules Engleland.

Proposed Administration

Size of the council: The council will consist of seven (7) members. These are: The UN delegate and two (2) representatives from each sub-region. Micro-regions do not get representation, because they are by definition not involved in the African forum.

Becoming a Councillor: A state can come onto the council by being voted in monthly elections. To vote, each person selects two (2) of the candidates and send their vote to a designated vote collector. Each of these candidates then gets a vote added to them. The two (2) with the most votes become the representatives. There are, however, provisions on who may vote in the interest of preventing corruption. The regional delegate does NOT get to vote in this election. Only those in the same region may vote for the candidates as it is THEIR region which will be represented. In addition, a state may only be nominated for election by themselves. Candidates MAY vote for themselves, although only with one of their states. The regional delegate should be watchful for any multi-state nation voting for themselves (e.g. Louldamin). 

Voting on resolutions 

Each councillor has one (1) vote. No councillor has veto rights, or any more voting powers than any other. The resolution is stated by the AU secretary (The person who’s account is The African Union) and then each security councillor votes on the resolution. If the resolution is against or for any state on the security council, they do not get a vote. The other sub-regional representative gets two (2) votes on the particular resolution to make up the numbers. If a resolution is for/against BOTH sub-regional representatives, then two (2) temporary councillors must be appointed for the duration of the vote. After the resolution they will not be able to vote, of course. In order for the resolution to be passed, a majority must be achieved. If a country abstains, and it is a tie, then the resolution is not passed.

If the resolution is about the defence of a country, or sanctioning a war (e.g. anything to do with AU members committing to military action) the procedure is slightly different. There are two (2) types of majority for this – the majority, and the consensus. The majority is gained if it is a tie, with one or more states abstaining, or if there is only a majority of votes. This means that and AU state has PERMISSION to go to war, aid an attacked country etc. Only countries that volunteer must do this. The consensus is gained if no one votes against the resolution (abstentations do not count as votes against). The consensus means that all AU states must go to war/defend the target of the resolution if they are physically capable. Please note this is very unlikely to happen. Obviously nations without a significant military force, or with no route to the target, will not be required to send forces.

Removing a Councillor from office:

This is a simply matter of a resolution. Councillors may also resign. In either case, because it is too complicated to have an impromptu mass African vote, the security council will vote on all applicants for the seat. Of course, they must be from the same sub-region as the previous councillor. In this vote, the delegate DOES have a vote. If there is a tie then the candidate the delegate voted for becomes the new sub-regional representative.

Resolution 010: Creation of a Common Currency

Proposed by: Mauritania, 5/19/03

This proposal advocates the creation of a single economic currency unit to facilitate trade, forge economic alliances, and strengthen national economies. Monetary policy would be controlled by the AU’s Economic Bureau within the General Assembly while fiscal policy would, of course, remain in control of the individual governments. This harmonization of the economic unit would overall lead to greater economic stability and growth, helping whether cyclical recessions, boosting intra-national trade, and helping African products compete better in the global arena. The name of the currency would be the Nex.

They will not be voted for and AU members who are UN Delegates will not be permitted to run for re-election. However, the state will be able to run for UN Delegate once again after someone else has been elected. This way, a single country could not be elected two times in a row and allow for more states to have the opportunity of running for UN Delegate. Simply stated, it is more democratic.

The AU shall set up this division and any two nations that wish to join will have a Monorail system setup between their nations with the help from the AU, and other AUTC members. Eventually, Africa will become united, where the poorest person is able to travel from Alexandria in the North to Cape Town in the South.

1. The leadership already holds more than one state as of the date of the last published map. 
2. An existing mapped state is given away or shared. 
3. If the Security Council votes on a specific circumstance where a state should hold a new puppet regime. 
Overtime, this resolution will ensure that no abuses by individual leaders cause the region to become distorted.
