SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 23: African Union Authority Removal From Lands With No Owner 
Proposed by: Israel-Palestine, September 13, 2003 

With the African Union now having Authority in nations that cease to exist, a method to remove authority is needed. 

When a nation ceases to exist, all nations wishing to own the land tell the AU Secretary General. A list will be made of these nations and when the land is stable, being about a month to three months after the previous nation ceased to exist, a referendum will be held. The list of nations must be given from the AU Secretary General to the Security Council members. Each nation is then judged on the list by the AU Secretary General. A nation that is stable, nearby, seen fit to rule and has cultural ties will receive the land over all other nations. Stability and fitness to rule are the number one priorities. Cultural ties also influence heavily on the decision. The proximity of the state is another important factor. 


The nation (or nations should the land be divided) chosen will receive full sovereignty over the land upon the decision of the AU Secretary General. To provide a check on the AU Secretary General in case the decision is considered corrupted, the Security Council also has the opportunity to reject the decision. If two members of the Security Council reject the decision made by the Secretary General, then the Security Council must take a full vote upon the matter. The Secretary General cannot vote in the SC vote. If the AU Secretary General's decision is fully rejected by the Security Council then the Security Council can either choose their own nation to take the land, or make the land only available to microstates wishing to be active, or new Africa members. In the event of a tie the Secretary General must pick a new nation(s) rather than the Security Council.

The world continues to clear cut our planet’s great forests around the world. Our forests need the correct protection to ensure they’ll be around for future generations. Some of Africa’s greatest beauties come from our natural forests and wild animals. 

This resolution is to create the International Parks Foundation (IPF). This is to protect our planet’s forests and animals. The Foundation is to operate in this manner:

2.) 4.) The IPF is to also protect the environment from emissions. Emission regulations are controlled by the Councilors for each sub-region. 
5.) The sub-regional Councilors can create “Sub-regional protected areas” which follows the same rules as if the IPF made the protected region. The check on the power of the Councilors is if 66% of the nations in that sub-region contest the protected region the issue is either revoked or taken to the AU Security Council.
