CHARTER OF THE AFRICAN UNION (AU)


Purposes and principles 
The objectives of the African Union are: 
1. to promote the unity and solidarity of the African States; 
2. to co-ordinate and intensify their cooperation and efforts to achieve a better life for the peoples of Africa; 
3. to defend their sovereignty, their territorial integrity and independence; 
4. to eradicate all forms of colonialism from Africa; and 
5. to promote international cooperation, having due regard to the Charter of the United Nations and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. 

To achieve these goals Member States pledged themselves to harmonize their policies in the following fields: 
1. political and diplomatic cooperation; 
2. economic cooperation, including transport and communication; 
3. educational and cultural cooperation; 
4. health, sanitation, and nutritional cooperation; 
5. scientific and technical cooperation; and 
6. cooperation for defense and security. 

The AU principles are as follows: 
1. the sovereign equality of all Member States; 
2. non- interference in the internal affairs of States; 
3. respect for the sovereignty and territorial integrity of each State and for its inalienable right to independent existence; 
4. peaceful settlement of disputes by negotiation, mediation, conciliation or arbitration; 
5. unreserved condemnation in all its forms, of political assassination as well as of subversive activities on the part of neighboring States or any other States; 
6. absolute dedication to the total emancipation of the African territories which are still dependent; 
7. affirmation of a policy of non-alignment with regard to all blocs. 
In proclaiming AU principles and objectives, the Founding Fathers of the Organization envisaged clearly a unity "that transcends ethnics and national differences." 
Institutions 

To achieve its aims with much efficiency, OAU is composed of following institutions: 

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY (Assembly of Heads of State and Government). Parallels the role and function of the United Nation’s General Assembly, where every state has an equal voice and vote. The difference is that ambassadors do not represent a country’s delegation, rather the current head of state represents his country in this body. It allows for the African leaders to meet face-to-face and interact at the highest levels of diplomacy in a forum conducive to cooperation.  Resolutions presented to the General Assembly for vote require 50% + 1 extra vote in order to pass. 

THE GENERAL SECRETARIAT. The General Secretariat is headed by the UN Delegate for the Africa region, who is elected by the African states who are members to the United Nations in elections that take place every month.  The responsibility of the Secretary General is mediating disputes, serving as role model for the region, and lending advice and support to all states seeking help as a neutral actor. 


THE SECURITY COUNCIL. The Security Council is tasked with maintaining peace and assisting in the resolution of conflicts that occur on the continent. The seven permanent members of the Security Council are: (1) UN Regional Delegate/Secretary General, (2) First Western Councilor, (3) Second Western Councilor, (4) First Eastern Councilor, (5) Second Eastern Councilor, (6) First Southern Councilor, (7) Second Southern Councilor. 
ELECTION PROCEDURES FOR THE POSITION OF COUNCILOR
Every month, following the Friday election of a UN Delegate/Secretary General, elections take place where all states major states in their respective sub-regions cast two votes for their choices of Councilors. A designee counts these votes and the states receiving the two highest votes obtain Councilor positions on the Security Council. The results are presented publicly. To ensure no bias, the UN Delegate/Secretary General can not vote. Candidates may vote for themselves.
VOTING PROCEDURES FOR THE SECURITY COUNCIL
When presented with a Security Council resolution, each councilor has one (1) vote which can vote in favor, against or abstain. No councilor has veto rights or any more voting powers than any other. If a resolution is presented to the Council which directly mentions the name of any councilor or UN Delegate/Secretary General, these individuals are not permitted to vote. The councilor who had obtained the third most votes replaces the other councilor for the duration of that vote. Should the Third Councilor be ineligible, the Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Councilor will be summoned until the seat is filled. After the vote, the former Councilor will return to the post. If the Secretary General is mentioned in a resolution, only the six councilors would vote. In the case of a tie, the vote would proceed to the General Assembly. 
THE SECURITY COUNCIL AND THEIR NUCLEAR ARSENAL 

In an effort to deter the proliferation and use of nuclear weapons, the Council maintains an arsenal of nuclear weapons to be used as a deterrent and these can only be employed with an affirmative vote of all seven (7) Councilors (with no abstentions). The seven nuclear briefcases residing with each leader of a permanent Council member must be activated simultaneously within a 60-minute time period in order for the strike mechanism to function properly. 

Several strict guidelines must be followed when executing a retaliatory nuclear strike, or all 7 leaders will be tried for war crimes at the International Criminal Court in the Hague:

Nuclear Weapons may only be used:
1) In retaliation for an attack by Weapons of Mass Destruction on an AU country. 
2) If the 7 members all have just cause to suspect that an attack by W of MD will be followed up by another attack from W of MD. 
3) If there is just cause to suspect that the firing of Nuclear Weapons is a last resort. 
4) If every step is taken to ensure a minimal loss of Civilian life. 

The Security Council will have no jurisdiction over states that are not members of the African Union, unless authorized by the UN Regional Delegate. 

REMOVING A COUNCILOR FROM OFFICE
A resolution of the General Assembly is required to remove a councilor from office. A councilor may also resign. The Third Councilor would replace the vacancy. 


THE BUDGET: The annual budget of the Organization (1st April to 31st March) is provided by contributions from Member States in accordance with the scale of assessment which is calculated on the basis of area, population and per capita income. However, no Member States shall be assessed on an amount exceeding 20% of the yearly regular budget of the Organization. The budget is in the range of US$27 - 30 million. 

LANGUAGES: The official languages are: Arabic, English, French, Portuguese and Spanish. For the purposes of communication, English would be appreciated.

I am sorry our institution-building failed to meet your expectations and standards, and wish we could have worded this differently to include your state as a member of this new African Union. 

Indeed, the vast majority of the language of this charter comes from the charter of the Organization of African Unity, and since all 52 countries of Africa are members of the OAU, we thought the same could be accomplished here. 
As many decisions will be made through the General Assembly and Security Council which impact states of this continent, we would hope that your wise leadership could be counted on in these forums. If there is anything we can do help you reconsider, any changes in the language of the resolution, or any other information you need about the details of the new organization, please let us know.

Hello! Greetings from Nairb Selarom, President of United Faiths. I am the regional mapmaker and I understand you would like to be represented in Ivory Coast. I have no problem placing you there the next time the map is updated. 

I simply need to know if Phazania is willing to remove her troops from your territory. 

1. If the answer is yes, I need an official post from her stating she is leaving the country in your hands and from you claiming legitimate authority over the peoples of your new territory.

2. If the answer is no, you have the option of staging an insurrection and would then have to search for nearby neighbors that would support your cause, such as Nigeria, Munjiri, etc. You could also seek other members of the continent for support. 

2. If the answer is no, but you do not want war, you may take the issue to the African Union as you are now a member. You may send a proposal for a resolution to the Security Council and then participate in the weekly chatroom African Union meetings to clarify your position. The Security COuncil would then vote and demand that the outcome be inforced. Should this outcome be violated, military force by many states way ensue and you may end up with your country.

The politics of this continent are very tricky and the bureaucracy is not that monumental, but we are happy to have you hear and look forward to working with you and your people to achieve a suitable homeland and move you out of the micro-region you currently reside in.
